The minutes from the last CB meeting 02/2023 were scrutinized, approved and put ad acta.

Financial questions
Financial report 2023 by 31.08.2023

Mr. Kratz in the absence of Mrs. Birdal presented the financial report and balance sheet by the
31.08.2023 (Appendix 2).

The outcome per 315t of August is CHF 297.757 which is some CHF 36.300 (2022: CHF 261,542)
better than last year.

The forecast currently points at a negative outcome of CHF 40.265 due higher-than-expected
cost for the SEA Games 2023, a predicted higher cost for the WFC 2023 TV production than
budgeted and uncertainty on marketing income in general and especially for the Champions Cup
home and away edition.

The liquidity per 315t August is CHF 547.503 some CHF 51.500 higher than the same time last
year (2022: CHF 495,993) partly due to TWG played during this period last year.

The finances are continued to be monitored on a daily basis, and possible saves will be
considered if and when we see signs of possible less income than now budgeted.

Mr. Klabere asked if there are some fines that are expected and then when have made the
changes to make it easier for the organiser should be mentioned in the report. Mr. Kratz
explained that the only real cost impact for helping the organisers is CHF 2.000 so far this year.
IFF has taken additional costs from the organiser, which is not clearly shown here. Mr. King
proposed to have a cost center for the Organiser support.

Mr. Suman was surprised that we have made a new system for the organiser support, as it was
only discussed earlier. What is the effect of the Sportswik App/Internet TV and are there any
other costs for the Internet TV. Mr. Kratz explained that the costs for the organiser support was
for the U19 WFCQ and then that the Internet TV finances tends to a small surplus.

CB decided: To approve the report and to create a separate cost center for the Organiser
support.

Since last CB meeting no payments have been done in accordance with the pay-off plans for
Cote d’lvoire, Malaysia, Russia and Ukraine whilst Canada has paid according to their plan
(Appendix 5).

Mr. Kratz further reported that he has continued to remind the Associations, that have not paid
the registration fees for the WFC'’s in 2024, making it clear that their registration for participation
will not be approved if the registration fee is not paid by the last of August. The IFF License
system requires that participating nations have paid their registration fee in order for their
registrations to be approved.

Mr. Kratz reported that Latvia have not paid the registration fees for the U19 WFC, but informed
that they will have money to pay it by the 17t of September. Therefore the IFF Office proposes to
conditionally approve their registration. Mr. Houman asked if this would in any case effect the
ballot, to which Mr. Kratz answered that as Latvia is ranked 8", the 9 ranked team would just be
moved to the 8™ place. The main issue would be that France has informed that they are not
interested to take a place if a team is unable to participate in the event. Mr. King supports the
idea of giving Latvia the proposed dead-line, but asked if it could be moved to the 30t of
September. Mr. Suman also supported the proposal, but pointed out that the registration fee for
our events are not that big, that it is more a question of prioritization in the federations. If the
federations don’t have the money to register they should not do it and we need to say that if you
don’t pay the registration is not approved. Based on the discussion Mr. Liljelund proposed that
the IFF CB would decide to conditionally approve the Latvian registration, but if they have not
paid the registration fee by the 17t of September their registration would not be approved.

CB decided: To approve the reports and to continue to follow up on the pay-off plans for
Canada, Cote d’lvoire, Malaysia, Russia and Slovenia, to continue to follow up on the debts of
the non-participating Associations. To confirm the registrations for the WFCs 2024, but Latvia
s conditionally.

European Core Country meeting 10" of November, 2023

Mr. Eriksson informed that the next meeting with the leadership of the European Core Countries
will be held in Berlin on Friday the 10™ of November prior to the next CB meeting on the 11.-
12.11. The IFF is planning to hold a similar meeting with the AOFC countries and the American
countries during the WFC 2023 first weekend in Singapore.

CB decided: To approve the report

World Championships
Women’s WFC 2023, Singapore
Mr. Kratz reported on the LOC preparations of the WFC 2023 in Singapore (Appendix 6)

On behalf of Mrs. Mitchell, Mr. Kratz reported on the preparations of the WFC 2023 to be played
in Singapore on the 2" to 10t of December 2023.

During June & July there were two site visits made in Singapore by IFF staff. IFF
Communications Manager, Mr Juerg Kihm, was in Singapore with his club team for the SG
Floorball Open and took the opportunity to meet with KIN productions to look over the media
setup in the venue and the event promotion plans. There are two contracted companies Triad &
Full Circle PR who are responsible for the media and public relations / promotions services, and
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Mr Kihm discussed with them about different promotional ideas, new ways of doing the Captain’s
photo, media accreditation plans, and the use of NFTs.

IFF Event Manager, Ms Sarah Mitchell, had a full day of venue inspections and meetings in July
with KIN and SFA. A walk around of OCBC arena was used to finalise the venue plans and
meetings with KIN staff to educate on the use of the IFF Accreditation system, and discuss about
other logistics planning such as transport, practice venues, information letter schedules.

The IFF and LOC have regular bi-weekly meetings and a last site visit will be made by IFF
Secretary General, Mr John Liljelund, in September to finalise the broadcast production
agreement and plans.

There are ongoing discussions between the LOC and the Finnish Floorball Federation regarding
the transport costs for the team, as the LOC is not providing transport to any team that does not
book one of their preferred hotels. The Finnish team booked their accommodation directly with
the hotel, prior to the accommodation offer from the LOC being given to the teams. This
adversely affected the LOC as the Finnish team had stipulated with the hotel that no other teams
were allowed to be at the hotel which meant the hotel would no longer negotiate with the LOC,
and it could not be included in the LOC accommodation offer. When the accommodation offer
was sent to the teams with the 1st Information Letter it was very clearly informed that if a team
did not select one of the hotels included in the LOC offer then transport would not be included
and the team would be responsible for all transport costs.

The Finnish Federation, having already booked a hotel, overlooked the details in the information
letter regarding the accommodation and transport, and the LOC left it very late to confirm with the
Finns what their transport costs would be. The IFF recommended a 50-50 price split compromise
but the LOC were not willing to accept that much cost. They feel that they clearly communicated
the conditions, and have offered their own cost split suggestion, with the LOC to provide arrival
and departure transport and cover SGD500 of the overall transport costs for team, with the rest to
be paid by the Finnish Federation. Until the Finnish team confirm their final transport schedule
(with their preferred training times) then the total transport costs are unknown. The cost for the
basic inclusions (technical meeting & to/from games) is approx. SGD2000 with each extra
transport costing SGD135. Negotiations are ongoing.

The LOC have expressed some concern over the low ticket sales, especially as part of their
funding (from Singapore Tourism Board) is directly connected to ticket sale KPIs. They have
done several different promotions — Early Bird discount and a 20% discount — both available in
Singapore and to the international market. There are several events within Singapore where they
are regularly promoting the event and there will be targeted advertising that will appear in the IFF
app during some of the key international events in Europe, such as the EFT and Nordic
Challenge. There is still no VIP package information available. The IFF has told them that it is
very important to get this out as soon as possible as this will be important for National
Associations and corporate ticket purchases, especially within Singapore. It is important that all
national associations are promoting the ticket sales.

Ms. Vuori explained that the Finnish federation has discussed with the Singapore Federation and
there have been some communication issues in the process. The Finnish federation feels that it
is not correct that the LOC is not willing to even split the cost.

Mr. Suman asked if it is a normal thing to have a slow ticket sales, Mr. Liljelund answered that
KIN Productions has explained that the ticket sales is generally quite slow in Singapore and has
been an issue in a number of events after the pandemic. Mr. Klabere asked if there has been a
tendency to step out of the big arena, which there have not been any indications. There has not
been very many persons coming over from Australia. Ms. Siriwat stressed that there might be
some fans travelling in to the AOFC Cup prior to the WFC. Ms. Siriwat informed that she will
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coordinate with the AOFC countries. Mr. Eriksson reminded that the SFA has already early
indicated a concern to the number of spectators.

Mr. Liljelund reported on the TV situation, where KIN Productions, in order to try to control the
costs side has presented a local TV production company and their offer for the production. IFF
has analysed the offer and it doesn’t totally match the one of PolarHD and therefore proposed an
alternative solution where the local TV production company would provide the equipment and
part of the crew and PolarHD would provide the directors, the EVS producers, the main TV
camera men on-site and then run the graphics operations from Latvia. IFF is discussing this with
KIN Productions and waiting for the response of the local TV production company.

Concerning the signal transfer the Czech, Finnish and Swiss TV takers have confirmed the use of
the Caton Technology SRT delivery and the information has also been provided to other
confirmed TV takers in June and we are waiting for responses. If there will be TV takers not able
to use the SRT delivery, we will need to upload the signal in Europe and then distribute it by
Satellite. We are in discussions with Protocol Sports Marketing concerning the situation with
other TV takers and have a meeting on the 29t of August and Mr. Liljelund has initiated a
discussion with Reddentes Sports in Singapore concerning the sales in South-East Asian region,
in coordination with Protocol Sports Marketing. As soon as the TV production issue is solved, a
TV site-visit will be organised and after that the discussions concerning bi-lateral services can be
finalised with TV takers.

IFF has already secured the broadcast in the following countries, even if all agreements are not
signed: Czech Republic/CTV, Finland/YLE, Norway/TV2 Slovakia/ArenaTV, Sweden/SVT and
Switzerland/SRF.

Propsal: to approve the reports.

The Swiss federation has approached IFF with a letter (Appendix 7), in which they present their
view that the match schedule for the WFC 2023 doesn't treat the Swiss team equally as they
have to play their quarterfinal match on Friday. IFF had prior to the letter explained based on
which principles the match program had been built, namely based on the need of the LOC, the
TV and spectator needs, as the IFF has defined when we started to have major TV’s started
taking the signal.

In their opinion the sporting aspect must have priority in the allocation of the quarterfinal places! It
is a decisive advantage if the quarterfinals can be played on Thursday and not on Friday evening.
According to the match schedule, the team that wins the group will get this advantage. For this
reason, we will not accept that Finland gets the Thursday game fixed because of TV reason, and
we have to play on Friday. The SUHV has asked the IFF to reconsider the match schedule, to
which the IFF has answered that based on the system we have in place now it would mean to
tear up all the settled TV arrangements and the match schedule and could risk the TV visibility in
for example Finland and Sweden. We have used this system where the TV’s can define their
preferred match times for the whole time, we have been using the present system of the WFC.
The issue has been that Swiss TV has been extremely slow in responding to the TV times this
time, which has put us in this situation in the first place. Furthermore, a system where the winner
of the group would automatically be given the quarterfinal on Thursday, would make it seriously
more difficult to secure TV visibility in a number of countries, as the TV’s could not plan the
broadcasts. IFF has as a compromise proposed that the Swiss quarterfinal would be played on
Friday the 7t at 14:00 STG time, to which SUHV has answered that if they have to play their
quarterfinal on Friday then this timing is suitable for them.

Mr. Beer commented that Swiss unihockey is aware of the fact, that at home WFCs Switzerland
also took their advantage. Therefore, SUHV wanted to raise topic at the EFT meeting on
29.08.2023 in Malmd. The EFT countries have discussed this issue and agreed, that there has to
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be found a solution, that is fair and sportsmanlike without losing the focus on TV airtime. Mr.
Liljelund expressed that in the future there needs to be a TV takers meeting.

Mr. Suman wanted to support the Swiss letter, as it has happened a few times that the Czech
Teams has had to play three times in the row. The idea of the TV meeting is a good idea, but the
organiser should still have the first pick.

Propsal: to approve the reports.

U19 WFC 2024, Finland

On behalf of Mrs. Mitchell, Mr. Kratz reported that due to a booking conflict at the proposed
competition venue in Lahti, the Finnish Federation requested a change of dates for the event.
The participating teams were consulted on this and the new dates of 8t - 12t of May 2024 (one
week later than the original) has been confirmed.

Ms. Vuori reported on the preparations of the U19 WFC in Lahti Finland. Due to the unfortunate
double booking of the Lahti Fair centre for the final weekend, the contract discussions with the
City of Lahti are still ongoing and the aim is to finalise this in the coming weeks. After this the
LOC can finalise the budget for the event. As the LOC needed to change the dates for the event,
they have needed to ask for new accommodation offers from the hotels, but this seems not to be
an issue, only the Pajulahti Sports Institute has much smaller accommodation capacity during the
new term. The next steering group meeting will be held in some three weeks, where the IFF is
represented by the IFF secretary general. The LOC and IFF are starting to build the match
schedule after the ballot held on the 2" of September in connection to the Nordic Challenge
tournament in Finland.

The LOC aims is to send the 13t Information letter to the participating teams during the last week
of September. The aim is to launch the ticket sales in October in connection to the Turku EFT
tournament.

Mr. Kratz reported from the U19 WFC 2024 EUR qualifications played in Besancon, France, 25-
27.08 where Hungary, Denmark and Italy qualified for the final round.

When consulted about the change of dates for the U19 WFC in 2024, several National
Associations (again) expressed their concern about the timing of this event. As we already know,
many school & university exams and graduations are held around this time in Europe, and it
severely impacts on player availability for many countries. With changes to the IFF competition
schedule expected in the coming years due to the introduction of the European Championships,
the search for a new calendar time for this event must be a priority in these changes.

Mr. Klabere informed that we will discuss the International Calendar at the Association meeting in
Singapore and we need to look to new solutions to be able to keep the calendar together. RACC
will prepare the question. Mr. Suman felt that the U19 WFC should have a fixed position and this
is the topic which every member federation is affected.

CB decided: to approve the reports

Upcoming Events
WFC 2024, WFC 2026 and WFC 2027

Mr. Liljelund reported on the WFC 2024 contract discussions which have been finalised and the
Organiser agreement for the WFC 2024 has been signed by all parties.
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Mr. Kratz reported that the WFC 2024 qualifications will be played in Latvia (Liepaja) 31.01-
03.02, Slovenia (Skofja Loka) 31.01-04.02, Poland (Lochow) 01-04.02, Canada (Toronto) 17-
18.02 and the Philippines (Pasig City, Manila) 21-25.05. The late date for the Philippines is due to
the postponement of AIMAG to be played 24.02-06.03.

Mr. Kratz further reported that it is status quo regarding the organisation of the Euro Floorball
Championships 2025 Men. Slovakia has earlier informed that they can earliest in September
inform if they will bid for the event and has also confirmed that this is still the case.

In the last IFF CB meeting the CB noted the need to make the decision of the Euro Floorball
Championships 2025 latest in the CB meeting in December 2023. in order to be able to make all
other related decisions in time.

Ms. Vuori informed that EFT countries felt that having three major tournament in four months
could be too much from a financial aspect for all the countries. It is important that we need to
react to this situation. Mr. Eriksson felt that there needs to be a broader discussion in this topic,
especially if we are successful to participate in even more multi-sport events. Mr. Suman felt that
any country not being able to go to any of the event would be a serious set-back. The Slovak
election in September, might lead to not having an answer from Slovakia even in end of
September or even might later. Mr. Klabere felt that the same issue will happen every fourth year
and that the federation, the team officials and players will not have possibility to get vacation for
all these events. There needs to be a risk analysis for how the international calendar is built. Mr.
Vuori felt that it is very important that we give the national federations the possibility to focus on
organisational development. One idea would be to already now agree to not to play the EFC in
the year when The World Games is played. Mr. Liljelund proposed that we would set a final dead-
line for the Slovak federation to inform if they are able to organise the EFC 2025 by end of
September.

For the 2026 Women, where Sweden has shown interest, the formal bidding process was

intended to start before this CB meeting but as informed in the last CB meeting more time was
needed to prepare their bid which now is expected to midst September.

CB decided: to approve the reports and decided accordingly.

e) Covid-19 and other Event Status Update

Mr. Kratz reported that the cases of Covid-19 is again rising but there is no change of the earlier
decision from WHO that Covid-19 no longer is a global threat and due to this no travel or local
restrictions affecting our events are expected.

§ 6 Club competitions

a) Champions Cup

On behalf of Mrs. Mitchell, Mr. Kratz reported from the first Quarter-finals of the Champions Cup
2024.
The new format of Champions Cup was played during August with the Northern Conference
Quarterfinals. Thorengruppen IBK & Pixbo IBK qualified to the Women'’s Semi-finals, and
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Storvreta IBK & IBF Falun to the Men’s. They will play the winners of the Southern Conference
Quarterfinals which are scheduled to be played from 16t - 23 of September, after which the
ballot for the semi-finals will be held.

The planning of this new format has been quite difficult for several reasons. The writing of
completely new regulations, new guidelines for teams, organisers, technical delegates, referees,
marketing, & media, as well as broadcasting plans & agreements has been a very big job that
has involved all the IFF staff. The scheduling of the event is somewhat problematic, considering
that the majority of IFF staff, National Association staff, and key club staff are on summer
holidays during what should be the main preparation period for the event. On top of that, we have
moved from the standard IFF event system where we are co-ordinating all these things with one
organiser to now managing 14 organisers all at the same time (two clubs had both men’s &
women’s teams competing so this reduced the possible number of organisers from 16).

For the Northern Conference quarterfinal round, separate pre-event meetings were held online
with the organisers, teams & technical delegates (technical meeting), and broadcast partners.
This will be repeated for the Southern Conference round. With what we have learnt from the
Northern conference we expect that things will be somewhat smoother for the Southern
conference planning, but the amount of work required, and the resources required will still remain
high.

In regard to the actual event execution for the Northern conference games, overall things went
well. The teams all provided the necessary information to the IFF according to the set timelines,
which was highly appreciated by the IFF competition staff. The main issues for the first round of
matches were to do with broadcasting — some miscommunication between different partners
about where signals needed to go, what commentary would/would not be included, and problems
with some graphics. These were resolved for the second round and no major problems were
experienced. The IFF and Technical Delegates co-ordinated well, being able to fix any issues that
arose almost immediately. The TDs were key for assisting the match secretariats, many of whom
were using the IFF system for the first time. No major issues were raised by the Technical
Delegates in connection with the first weekend matches and no disciplinary reports were received
During the 2nd weekend of matches there were some small issues to do with flooring in one
venue (Turku) and the match statistics for the match pair that was decided with overtime
(Storvreta v Classic).

Mr. Kratz reported that so far only one club has handed in their finance report, so it is impossible
to estimate what the whole financial system will be.

Mr. Suman informed that from an organisers view the financial system the Czech federation feels
that the tournament is very though. A lot of details need to be set before the event, where maybe
some of the other federations don’t need to have the data in advance. It is not good to play the
matches at the same time. Exact rules need to be set for the next year for the tasks between
clubs and federation, date and time of the matches, visibility and there was an issue with wrong
information sent out concerning how the semi-finals will be played and balloted, which caused
confusion. Mr. Klabere felt that the issue of the times for the games has been playing at the same
time to try to keep the costs down. Now we need to have the evaluation from the clubs already
during the autumn. We need to change a lot during for the next year. The event has still been a
success. Ms. Vuori felt that it has been a very positive event and the IFF Office, with Ms. Mitchell
has done a really good job. At least in Finland there should be more marketing of the event.
There was no technical meeting for the referees, which maybe could be added. The issue of the
use of the goal review could be possible, if there are needed equipment available to enhance.
Ms. Vuori assumes that the IFF will make a final report top analyse the outcome and learnings.
Mr. Eriksson felt that we can make changes to the regulations.
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More media content provided by the participating clubs and National Associations is required. As
the IFF media staff are not on-site we rely on local media (club and National Association) to add
photos, interviews, videos etc to the media platform. The IFF staff manage all of the CC social
media and website and without material from the clubs it is very difficult for them to promote the
event. Broadcast partners must also provide the required content such as highlights and player
interviews as separate materials so that these can be more easily shared by the IFF & clubs. All
of these concerns were addressed by the IFF with the relevant parties during the Northern
Conference round.

The issue of venues that are used / approved for CC is still a matter that the RACC thinks needs
to be discussed further. At present, the regulation is that a venue approved for use in a national
league competition can be used for CC (even if it does not meet the IFF standards) and this will
become more problematic in the future when other National Associations join the CC. It is felt that
a minimum standard for venues must be set and followed. The allowing of exceptions, especially
when it comes to regulations regarding player safety (ie. free space around the rink), must be
given only in the most exceptional circumstances.

As a general comment there needs to be more general CC event branding in the venues to
create more connection between all of the games and improve the brand visibility.

Mr. Liljelund reported on behalf of Mr. Kihm on the sales of the IFF App for the Champions Cup.
(Appendix 8)

Mr. Liljelund reported that a major issue from a financial point of view is that the IFF has not been
able to sell any commercials for the Champions Cup, which will have a negative impact on the
IFF finances for 2023, as the risk here is solely on the IFF. The Champions Cup Steering Group
(CCSG) will need to discuss if there are any other ways of trying to secure sponsors for the
Champions Cup. Further there has during August been raised wishes for the possibility to stream
all CC matches in a participating country and the demand for geo-blocking of the IFF Sportswik
App in a country. IFF has in accordance with the present agreement and regulation not agreed to
these requests, but this needs to be discussed in the CCSG, as the aim is to make the CC as
strong as possible and if there are such needs, we need to react to them. There have also been
certain issues in how the coordination of the streaming has worked in some of the countries.
Further the CCSG needs to decide the City of the Champions Cup Final before the next IFF CB
meeting in November.

CB decided: To approve the report

Euro Floorball Cups

Mr. Kratz reported that no organiser to the EFC 2023 and the EuroFloorball Challenge for women
were found and that these events will therefore not be played 2023.

Mr. Kratz further reported that the EuroFloorball Challenge for Men was played with 7 teams 23
— 27t of August in Besancon, France. UKS Bankowka Zielonka (POL) won the event by
defeating UFC Utrecht (NED) in the final. The organisation of the events in Besancon went all
right and the teams were very happy with the tournament.

Mr. Suman felt that it is great that we played the event and that there is an interest towards the
event, even if it was not a financially viable event. Could we ask the clubs earlier to ask for
organisers for the tournament. Mr. Houman felt that this could be taken up with the Danish clubs.
Ms. Plechan felt that there could be a few clubs that would be able to think about organisation.
The experience for the Polish club felt that this was the best tournament ever for them. Mr.
Lopez commented that the importance of this tournament is huge, as this is the base for the
future to develop the clubs. It is important to invest in the EuroFloorball Cup and the
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EuroFloorball Challenge. It is important to have the experience to play abroad, not organising it.
Mr. Eriksson concluded that it was a huge success to have played it this year.

Mr. Kratz informed that IFF always allows for the organised country with two teams. Mr. Halonen
informed that all teams being there were very happy to play the tournament. Mr. Hidir felt that
there was much better organised teams.

CB decided: To approve the reports

ExCo, Strategy Implementation and Ad Hoc group reports
ExCo reports

Mr. Eriksson reported on the activities of the ExCo since the last meeting. The ExCo has mainly
worked on two separate topics, namely the preparation of the Future of Floorball questionnaire
analysis and then the preparations for the IFF-EFT Presidents and secretary generals meeting on
the 29t of August in Malmo, Sweden.

Mr. Halonen reported that the IFF launched Future of Floorball questionnaire has been finalised
and had a total of 1.327 respondents. The questionnaire was published in the following
languages; Czech, English, Finnish, French, German, Spanish and Swedish. The IFF Office has
made a thorough analysis of the results which has been collected in the following presentation,
which will act as the basis for the building of the Initial proposal for the Future of Floorball actions
in the CB workshop on the 2M of September for the IFF Association meeting in Singapore in
December. (Appendix 9).

The IFF CB had in its workshop discussed the topics for the IFF Association meeting and the
concluded that the following topics shall be discussed: Future of Floorball, Strategy
Implementation, New WFC System, International Sports Calander, Fit for Future Erasmus +
project, IFF Development education projects, New 3vs3-game formats. The World Games 2025
and a Keynote speaker and an introduction of the Singapore Floorball School system. The CB
will approve the proposed program in its next meeting.

The IFF CB approved the proposal for the update of the IFF Code of Ethics, based on the IFF
Ethics Commission proposal, to enlarge the scope of the IFF Ethics Code, to include also the
elected officials and the employees of the national associations. The need for this change comes
from the recent cases the IFF Ethics Commission has dealt with. The CB asked the ETC to look
over the Article 2.2. concerning the remuneration of volunteers and employees. The employees
and volunteers and these persons can also officially receive a remuneration for their International
tasks. The ETC has updated its proposal regarding the Article 2.2. and also made some other
minor changes (Appendix 10).

The ETC has during the summer received in total five complaints concerning Russian Floorball
club and regional officials support for the Russian war against Ukraine. The IFF ETC has handled
these complaints as a group and provided a Statement in the case, in which they conclude that
the as none of the concern individuals are actors on the international field, they are not covered
by the IFF Code of Ethics and therefore the IFF ETC is not competent to investigate these
complaints. (Appendix 31)

Mr. Hidir expressed that similar complaints have been raised in also in regards to other
International Sports federations.

CB decided: To approve the report, the IFF ETC proposal for the updated IFF Code of Ethics
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Strategy Implementation

Mr. King reported on the work of the IFF Strategy Implementation, where the Strategy Working
Group (SWG) held a Teams meeting on the 26™ of June to discuss the present situation of the
Strategy Implementation process (Appendix 11). The SWG felt that the Implementation of the
Strategy is working really well overall. The tasks and suggested actions are moving forward as
planned, even if not all are in time. The Strategy Implementation Plan is followed, but not used to
its full and there could be a more structured use of it. From a guidance point of view there would
need to be some more focus given to the importance of fulfilling the targets set in the Strategy.

It would maybe be good to have some more support for the from the SWG in running the
process. The SWG felt that it would be a good include the Strategy targets in the Office PPR
discussions in September/October. The SWG thinks that it would be good if there wore be more
fixed deadlines for the reporting in the Implementation plan, so that the Implementation Plan
should be updated by the IFF Office at least one week prior to the IFF CB meetings.

The SWG discussed that the Implementation Traffic lights analysis should act as the base for the
Association Meeting presentation in Singapore and highlighting the way we are moving forward.
The table should be simplified for the presentation, even if it works really well as a tool for the
Office, the SWG and the IFF CB. One idea could be to discuss the KPI Targets in the Quantum
Report in a groupwork session and how the member federations could help in reaching this.

The SWG held a meeting in conjunction to the IFF CB meeting in Helsinki on Friday the 1st of
September. (Appendix 12) The meeting concluded that there needs to be a dead-line for the
Office to update the Strategy Implementation table and there will be made a summary report for
the IFF CB for the November meeting. Further the SWG discussed the possible topics for the
Association meeting workshop in December.

IFF Committees and the Office is working with the Suggestion Actions table and updating that
ongoingly. The link to the Strategy Implementation table:

CB decided: To approve the report

CB Member responsibilities

Mr. Houman reported about the Six Nations cooperation and that the Invitations have been sent
out to the participating countries Denmark, Germany, Latvia, Poland, Norway and Slovakia at the
end of May 2023 for this year’s tournament. The tournament itself is held during IFF's
international weekend, 3rd weekend of October (20.-22.10.), in Banska Bystrica in Slovakia,
which is a two-hour drive from Bratislava. The tournament is played so that everyone will meet
everyone and the matches are played with 3x15 min.

During the tournament, a coaching seminar and a referee observation seminar will be held, and
invitations to this are just around the corner.

Mr. Lopez reported on the situation in Latin America. Mr. Lopez has provided an educational
program for a basic coaching and refereeing, to which the countries have not yet all answered.
(Appendix 13) In a meeting with the Mexican federation the need for some material support and
a educational program came up. The Mexican federation already have good contacts in the
Mexican NOC and they have asked for material support, which IFF will provide. In Columbia one
university has included Floorball on the curriculum
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Mr. Lopez further reported on the start of the cooperation of the EuroPower country group, with
the first event that is played this weekend with Belgium, Italy, Spain and Ukraine playing. There
has been some referee education done at the same time. In October the tournament will be in
Spain, In November in ltaly and in February is in Belgium. The target is to have coaching,
refereeing and organisational education.

Mr. Suman reported on the progress of the Czech Erasmus+ project Floorball - Fit for Future
(Appendix 14)

Mr. Hidir reported on the situation in East-Europe and in the Middle East (Appendix 15) A very
positive thing is that there is active floorball in Kirgizstan, which is foster by the development in
Kazakhstan. There are also things going on in Tadzhikistan. Mr. King asked if there have been
contacts taken to the AOFC, as they are a part of . Kazakhstan is participating in a tournament in
Ordos, China.

In addition, Mr. Hidir reported that based on the meeting held between the IFF and Floorball4All,
a Memorandum of Understanding has been prepared to describe the way forward for a mutual
cooperation and responsibilities between the IFF and Floorball4All. The MoU describes in detail
the way of exchange of information in meetings at least twice a year and defines both
organisations to be fully independent. Further the MoU defines the responsibilities of both
organisations.

As the question has certain political implications, the IFF Office felt it better to bring the MoU to
the CB to decide upon. (Appendix 16)

Ms. Vuori reported on the plans for the Membership Service function, to connect with the
members. There needs to be a discussion on who will take charge of the question in the IFF
Office.

CB decided: To approve the report and to approve the MoU with the Floorball4All

International Sports
International Olympic Committee/lOC

Mr. Eriksson reported that the IFF has received a letter of information from the IOC Sports
Department that the IOC has now replaced the Head of IOC Recognised Federations and
Organisations with Ms. Tania Tchea, replacing Mr. Andrew Hofer. Ms. Tchea joins the Sport
department with over 19 years of sport and corporate experience, most recently within the |OC
Television & Marketing Services department, where she played a key role in the commercial
management of the Organizing Committees. Prior to that, she spent many years within the sport
strategy, risk advisory and business development space of organisations including Ernst &
Young, UEFA, Tennis Australia and NBC Universal (Sports and Olympics). (Appendix 17)

The IOC Executive Board has decided to support the recommendation from the IOC Ethics
Commission to provisional suspension imposed on Sheikh Ahmad Al-Sabah, in particular
regarding his involvement in the Olympic Council of Asia’s activities. As a part of this decision the
IOC EB has not recognised the elections of the OCA held this summer. (Appendix 18)

Mr. Christian Klaue, Director, Corporate Communications and Public Affairs Department has sent
out the IOC spokespersons statement concerning the decision of the Ukrainian government
concerning the participation of Ukrainian athletes in competitions against Individual Neutral
Athletes (AIN) with a Russian or Belarusian passport.
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“This decision will allow Ukrainian athletes to participate in international competitions and will
enable them to qualify for the Olympic Games Paris 2024. We are glad that they will be given this
opportunity, and at the same time we are aware of the difficult inner conflicts they may have,
given the aggression against their country. Therefore, we encourage International Federations to
handle situations involving Ukrainian and Individual Neutral Athletes with the necessary degree of
sensitivity. We continue to stand in full solidarity with the Ukrainian athletes and the Olympic
community of Ukraine.”

This does not change the situation for IFF, as a team sport, where there are no Individual
athletes taking part in competitions, just teams.

Mr. Halonen reported that IFF had sent the development support applications to the IOC in May
and the IOC informed in the beginning of June 2023 that the support of 32.000 USD has been
granted to the IFF. The development programs for this support being the Future of Floorball,
GoGirls and the development of the 3 vs 3 Floorball.

Global Association of International Sport Associations/GAISF & SportAccord

Mr. Eriksson reported that the GAISF has sent the Formal Calling Notice for the Final
Extraordinary General Assembly of Global Association of International Sports Federations
(GAISF), in liquidation (Appendix 19), as a Virtual meeting on September 14, 2023.

Further to the Extraordinary General Assembilies the liquidation process of (GAISF) has been
overseen by Ernst & Young SA. This liquidation process is now coming to an end and the final
steps necessary to complete the winding-up of GAISF can now be taken. The meeting is to
approve the liquidation balance sheet of approximately 4 million CHF and the distribution of these
proceeds in accordance with the allocation approved during EGA on November 29, 2022 as
follows: ASOIF: 42%, AIOWF: 18%, ARISF: 30% and AIMS: 10%.

SportAccord will hold the IF Forum in Lausanne on the 13t to 15" of November. Mr. Ivo Ferriani
has informed that he will not run for the SportAccord presidency if there is not a major demand
for this. There are still doubts about whether the SportAccord convention will be organised or in
which format for the future. Mr. Fraccari informed that in September there will be the final AGM to
finalise the dissolution. The SportAccord council will finalise the statutes before the IF Forum,
where the elections for the president and the council of the new SportAccord will be held in
November. The SportAccord convention will be held in April in Birmingham, Great Britain.

Mr. Suman asked about the use of the money for ARISF, to which Mr. Lilielund answered that the
ARISF has the need to employ an office and start the membership services. Mr. Suman also
asked if there are any issues related to the process for new members in the SportAccord, to
which Mr. Liljelund answered that most likely system will continue as before in GIASF with the
membership commission.

Association of IOC Recognised International Sport Federations/ARISF

Mr. Eriksson reported that ARISF will hold its AGM in Lausanne, in connection to the IF Forum on
the 13™ of November. (Appendix 20)

The ARISF Council is preparing a new version of the ARISF Statutes and the proper registration
of ARISF in Canton du Vaud. This in order to be able to receive the GAISF proceeds in a proper
manner, as the Swiss laws have been changed from the beginning of 2023. Starting from this
year the International Sport organisations must fulfil the following rules within 18 months (by June
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2024), but to be able to receive the money from GAISF, ARISF will we need to have this quite

quickly.

- Registration to the Swiss Commercial registry. If not then ARISF cannot receive the
liquidation funds, employ employees outside of Switzerland and follow the Swiss banking
rules.

- The statutes has to be in-line with the Swiss regulations. There are things like AGM voting,
decision making process and how to use legal advise

- ARISF must have domicile representative in Switzerland as a signature for ARISF

The ASOIF AGM approved Sport Climbing, Surfing, Roller skate as full members of ASOIF, after
having participated on three consecutive events. Their membership has therefore ended in
ARISF by this decision. Baseball-Softball is shortlisted for the LA 2028 Olympic Games.

The new ARISF Strategy has also been prepared simultaneously, to better responds to the new
situation when there is no organisation between the IOC and ARISF, after the dissolution of
GAISF. The working group Hollowell, Brigal and Liljelund will continue the preparation of the
document.

International World Games Association/IWGA

Mr. Eriksson reported that the preparations of The World Games 2025 In Chengdu has now
started for real after the very successful FISU Universiade in Chengdu. IWGA has invited for the
1st Competition Managers meeting in Chengdu from the 24t to 25t of October. Ms. Sarah
Mitchell, in her role as the Competition Manager for the TWG will participate from IFF. In
conjunction to the Competition Manager meeting there will also be organised the first
Coordination Committee meetings and the IWGA ExCo meeting, which Mr. Liljelund will be
participating in.

Further the IWGA will organise a 2" Media Workshop in Lausanne on the 27t to 28t of
September, to discuss Media and streaming opportunities and the IF promotion of The World
Games in Chengdu. Members of the IFF Media department will participate in the Media
workshop.

Mr. Liljelund has further communicated with the Chinese Floorball Union concerning help for
Chinese social media posts to prepare for the Chengdu 2025 World Games. It has been
discussed that IFF will have a meeting with CFU in Chengdu during the Competition managers
meeting. CFU has indicated that they have a solution for this and IFF has also asked for what
kind of content the IFF needs to produce for the Chinese market.

Mr. Suman informed that the IWGA has activated the NOC'’s to invite them to a meeting in
Madrid, Spain and it would be important to collect all ARISF federations to approach their own
NOC. Mr. Liljelund informed that it will be important for the National Federations to be in active
contact with the NOC'’s.

International Master Games Association/IMGA

Mr. Eriksson reported that the European Master Games LOC (EMG 2023) organised in Tampere
in July have been played, with a much smaller number of participants than expected with only
some 4.000 plus participants, when the target was 6.000. In Floorball the issue has been the very
high participation fees of 1.300 EUR, which is far higher than what it costs to participate in any
International Floorball tournament. The LOC had secured a total of 9 team, coming from Austria,
Italy, Finland and Latvia. They played in two age categories Men 35-45+ and Men 50+.

IFF had some discussions with the LOC and the IMGA concerning how to deal with this for the
coming EMG in 2027 in ltaly.
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University Sport/FISU

Mr. Lopez reported that after the meeting Id with the FISU Sports Director Mr. Juan Carlos
Holgado and Mr. Alejandro Guerra - FISU Sports Manager, there has not been any
communication from FISU’s side, even though there was a plan to have a meeting in Madrid in
May between Mr. Lopez and Mr. Holgado. As IFF is preparing a 3vs3 Floorball version for multi-
sport games, as soon as the rules have been approved Mr. Lopez and Mr. Liljelund proposes that
we shall send these to FISU to continue the discussion of having a University part at the possible
3vs3 tournaments.

Multi-Sport Games
Asian Indoor and Martial Arts Games 2023, Bangkok, Thailand

Ms. Siriwat reported that the dates for the AIMAG are now set for the 24.02-06.03.2024, in
Bangkok and Chonburi.

The next edition of the AIMAG in Saudi Arabia have been moved to 2026.

SEA Games 2023

Ms. Siriwat reported that the IFF has received the updated SEA Games Federations Charter and
Rules, after the SEA Games in Cambodia. Floorball is now included in Level 2.

The AOFC will organise an Asia Club Competition in Ordos, China with teams from China,
Thailand, Philippines, Kazakhstan. Mr. Eriksson concluded that there has been far too little
information provided by the organiser, as the AOFC is a part of the IFF, therefore all regulations
and guidelines have to be followed and all communication updated to the IFF.

CB decided: To approve the reports

Committees and Commissions
Rules and Competition Committee (RACC)

Mr. Klabere reported that no formal meeting has been held with the RACC since the last CB
meeting but that various matters have been communicated via e-mail. (Appendix 21) Mr.
Klabere will prepare a plan for the next CB meeting on how to move forward.

The Organiser challenges to organise the IFF qualifications and Club events have been collated
and some cost reductions have already been implemented for the WFCQs 2024. Possible further
actions for the future will be considered taking into account financial effects for these. (Appendix
22)

The IFF Office has looked into the actions, as the RACC is more or less ready with this. This
needs to be included into the budget for the coming year. There needs to be the big picture of the
effect. Mr. Klabere stressed that we have already taken actions and reduced the cost for the
organiser for the WFCQ.

Mr. Suman had one practical question to the document. Since the organising is a financial burden
and IFF will take some cost for the IFF. Would it be better to keep the organisers requirements as
they are and provide a bigger support. Mr. Houman felt that the idea is very good, as it will limited
the questions. Mr. Lopez felt that the money is not the big issue, as there is already the support
from the IFF. The biggest problem is the lack of persons in the organisation, so there could be
also practical assistance. It is better to keep the obligations and then give a support. Mr. King
asked how far we can push the expectation of the transport on the organisers. Mr. Hidir felt that it
could be an argument of sustainability to reduce the requirements for transportation, by moving
the accommodation closer to the venues or using public transportation. Mr. King asked if there is
a budget basis for the organisation of a tournament. Mr. Kratz answered that so far there is not
anything like this. Mr. Lopez informed that in the EuroPower group there is an obligation for the
organiser that the accommodation has to be within a walking distance from the venue. Ms. Vuori
thought that it would be possible to seek for an Erasmus+ project.

The IFF Office needs to bring a new budget proposal for 2024, taking into account the possible
financial costs and works inside existing budgets.

The IFF rules group has worked with the rules for 3vs3 and the outcome of this was discussed in
the CB workshop. (Appendix 23) to build two versions of the 3vs3 with a more traditional version
and a Multi-sport format.

CB decided: To approve the reports and to approve the RACC organiser challenges document
with the new narrative and to approve the 3vs3 rules.

Referee Committee (RC)

Mr. Lopez reported that the EFChallenge and the Women’s U19 WFCQ in were carried out in
France with four referee pairs.

The IFF RC has planned to run two webinars regarding the physical play and rules of the game
for the IFF referees and observers. The webinars will take place on 13" and 15" of September
and so far, almost all referees and observers have registered to the webinar. The first is more
scheduled for Europe and the second one more for Asia.

The IFF RC has also nominated the referees and the observers for the upcoming WFC 2023.

CB decided: To approve the report

Medical committee

Mr. Halonen reported on behalf of Mr. Varecka that IFF has received the Corrective Action Plan
(CAP) from WADA for our Code Compliance to the WADA Code (Appendix 24).

Every four years, all international federations go through WADA’s Code Compliance Survey and
fillin Code Compliance Questionnaire, which is a very extensive tool created by WADA to
monitor the work of different anti-doping organisations and other stakeholders. The Code
Compliance Questionnaire was filled in by James Varecka and Anna Jacobson in May 2023. In
July, the IFF received the Corrective Actions Plan, which includes the areas and specific topics
where we need to update or change our documents, website or processes.

WADA'’s summary of the Corrective Actions for the IFF. “To sum up, IFF has 15 corrective
actions (CAs) to address:
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- 4 CAs are Critical. That’s a pretty low number of Critical CAs so congratulations for the work
you’ve conducted to limit the number of CAs in this category!
They must be addressed and signed-off before 30 September 2023 to avoid entering into a
Compliance Procedure.

- 7 CAs are High-Priority and must be addressed and signed-off before 30 December 2023.

- 4 CAs are General and must be addressed and signed-off before 30 March 2024.”

The Corrective Actions include updates on the website, such as more detailed statistics (in our
case, many of the statistics will be “zero statistics” stating “no investigations, no proceedings,
during the compliance period”) and several educational topics/links.

Further, we need to make sure all personnel involved in doping control sign a specific statement
about World Anti-Doping Code compliance. In the Privacy field, we also have two corrective
actions related to our documents and processes. We will need to define and create our policies
and procedures so that they will meet the objectives of the ISPPPI, and so that they reflect the
actual practices of the IFF or practices that can be implemented when needed in the IFF.

Our Risk Assessment document for test planning needs to be updated with a couple of points

- At what points during an Athlete’s career in the sport/discipline an Athlete would be most likely
to benefit from Prohibited Substances and/or Prohibited Methods; and

- All relevant “sport categories”/gender under your jurisdiction. In particular, and based on the
Risk Assessment provided, Adult Women and U19 categories have not been assessed.

In addition, we may need to show a greater connection between the risk assessment document
and our testing plan, although we have pointed out that at the moment there are no known risks
in floorball, and that is why we mainly test the top-countries out-of-competition, and all countries
in-competition. We are however, ready to add players or countries in our testing pool at any
moment, should the situation change.

Regarding Therapeutic Use Exemptions, we need to clarify our notification process.

We will need to update our Education Plan, and set monitoring procedures for all program
objectives and learning objectives. We will need to update the Education Programme and include
components regarding raising awareness, and others, in it. We will from now on also evaluate the
Education programme annually. Further, we’ll need to have trained and authorised educators that
can give anti-doping education online or in person.

Of the 15 corrective actions, two are in the topic “general”, three in “testing and investigations”,
one in “therapeutic use exemptions”, seven in “education” and two in “privacy”. The “critical”
actions (=with the shortest deadline) are the two related to updating the risk assessment
document and its relation to the testing plan. Further, one doping control form had an extra
number in the code in ADAMS, a mistake labelled “critical”, which has now been corrected. And
finally, by the end of September, we also need to add three missing educational topics and
content on the website. The rest (11) of the corrective actions have less “critical” status and
longer deadline.

Ms. Jacobson will participate in October in a seminar in Norway concerning Athlete Biological
Passports and AMPU-testing, as we in the future will need to enhance our operations in these
fields.

CB decided: To approve the report and the Corrective Actions to be taken in regard to the
WADA Code Compliance.

Athletes commission
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Ms. Plechan reported on the activities of the ATC. The IFF ATC had planned to hold a planning
meeting on the 20" of June with main focus on what the ATC members wants to achieve in the
next 1,5 year with some clear objectives, not many ideas, but less work. The meeting was in the
end cancelled, due to a number of members not being able to participate. It was decided to try to
hold the meeting after the start of the season.

The IFF ATC has participated, represented by Lara Heini in the |IOC workshop for IOC
Recognised IF’s on how to work with the Athletes Commission. It is good to see that we are quite
far compared to a number of other ARISF IF’s. Further the two ATC members, Ms. Plechan and
Mr. Jun Oh-lee will participate in the Athletes Forum organised by the IOC in Lausanne,
Switzerland.

IFF has based on the discussion with the IFF secretary general supplied an application for Ms.
Agata Plechan for the WADA Athlete Council candidates for the athlete member seat of the
Agency’s Compliance Review Committee (CRC). The CRC is an independent and non-political
body that's main purpose is to oversee WADA'’s efforts to monitor ongoing compliance by
Signatories with the World Anti-Doping Code (Code) and International Standards. WADA has
now started to appoint Athlete representatives to its different entities. The WADA’s CRC Athlete
Member Selection Panel (Panel) has now concluded a first round of interviews. The panel has
advised that the candidacy of Ms. Plechan will not be considered for the next stage of the CRC
Athlete Selection process.

Mr. Eriksson felt that there are a number of member federations doesn’t have athlete’s
commissions and support the work of these. The Finnish federation is suggested to have an
athlete member in the Finnish Board.

CB decided: To approve the report,

Development Committee (DevC)

Mr. Houman reported that an email has been sent out to the Development Committee members,
asking them to provide input in relation to the IFF Strategy 2021-2032, in which areas the
committee should look into and address at the next meeting. Mr. King asked if it would be good,
that the SWG could send out the summary report to express what tasks still needs more support.

Mr. Halonen reported that next edition of Africa Cup will be played from the 16t to 17t
September in Abidjan in Cote d’lvoire with six men’s teams and 3 women'’s teams. The teams are
coming from Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Cote d’lvoire, Kenya, Morocco, and Togo.

Even though Morocco is not yet officially member of the IFF, the IFF has also previously granted
the participation to African nations, who are aiming for the membership within the IFF. The IFF
competition has in co-operation with Floorball CIV created the match schedule for the event. All
the participating teams have paid the deposit of 500 USD to the organiser.

Due to the limited number of players available to travel from Morocco (because of high costs) the
team shall be registered as the Morocco Sports Academy which will then allow for other non-
Moroccan players to be included in the team list. There might be a slight issue with changes with
Cote d’lvoire has changed the visa procedure for the referees and Kenya to enter the country.

The IFF is planning to run a coach clinic and a referee clinic in conjunction with the event.

Mr. Suman asked if there is any countries that are developing. Mr. Halonen answered that these
countries have a structure and can lobby towards the national sports community, so there are
some development, as they are playing and participating. Mr. Hidir asked who the leaders in
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Africa is. Mr. Halonen answered that in West Africa it is Cote d’lvoire and in the East Africa it is
Kenya.

Mr. Halonen to further report that IFF has together with the Eerikkila Sport Institute and the
Finnish Federation continued the preparations for the Coaching and Coach Education Special
professional degree program for mainly the 5t to 12t ranked countries “Road to HEL”. The
project is built as an application for an Erasmus+ project for 2025-2027 and strongly supported
by the Finnish Ministry of Sport and the Finnish Educational Board. (Appendix 25)

CB decided: To approve the report

Entourage Commission (ENC)

Mr. Hidir reported on the work in relation to the IFF Entourage Commission and the ideas that
has been prepared.

CB decided: To approve the report

Functions
Communication & Media function

Mr. Halonen reported on behalf of Mr. Kihm that the Daily business of the IFF Media department
is ongoing within normal standards. There has been established good contacts and connections
with all future LOC'’s in the field of media and information. There was a face to face meeting with
all involved parties and persons from Media/PR team from LOC WFC2023. As Mr Kihm was in
Singapore for another Floorball event — it was possible to meet. The meeting was very helpful to
display further needs and exchange ideas jointly.

Further there has been made close contact with the LOC for EFCh and U19WFCQ in Besancon,
France — where live stream commentator options are being discussed jointly for being able to
provide commentary in as many games as possible on the live stream in the IFF App.
Furthermore, the IFF media team will be able to test (proof of concept) a fully automated (Al)
clipping software (Magnifi) which will create clips from the live game immediately. These clips can
be share directly on various channels or being used for all kind of social media posts and other
media related publications. The plan would be to add this tool to the daily work if it will be proofed
to beneficial.

Concerning the Champions Cup, the coordination with 16 LOC/Home teams and various media
contact person is also new to the media team. We were able to find the team specific media
contacts. All required information from our side was shared with all the contacts. Similar situation
for the streaming respective the video production signal. All info, data and graphics were
produced and shared with the producers for the games. Availability over the weekends when the
games are played secured.

IFF Media Platform (Sportswik) — it has unfortunately been a bit too quiet over the last few
months from the Sportswik side. We have increased the contact and asking for the outstanding
parts to be delivered asap. This consist mainly for competition for being able to set up all events
and games directly ourselves, for the Media team being able to share posts and highlights
directly out of the app into social media challenge (to gain more traction and new followers into
the app). Furthermore we have very limited possibilities to track who has bought what and for
which event as the reporting tools are not yet available for us.
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Mr. Suman asked what is not still ready with the Sportswik at this moment. In addition the CB
members have not received the access to the Sportswik platform yet. The costs for the solution is
not as high. Mr. Halonen and Mr. Liljelund answered that there are some elements on the
reporting side and the possibility to re-post the-and edit clips from the system during a match.

The IFF office ask the CB to verify the following proposal regarding a Revenue Sharing Model for
none-IFF-events streaming (Appendix 30)

IFF Office is offering any LOC'’s for none IFF events that their games could in addition to be
managed on our platform but that they could also add their streaming over the platform. As any
live streaming creates cost from Amazon which has to be paid by IFF, we would propose the
following financial model to those LOC’s:

The cost per game is a minimum of 7.99 EUR (PPV), for each event an event pass is added for a
cost of 9.99 to 14.99 EUR (depending on number of games). IFF has to pay for the use of Stripe
for the payments and deduct several streaming costs from Amazon and 2% administration fee for
all the IFF services (set up, maintaining, overviewing, support). After all those deductions we
have a net revenue which shall be shared: 70% to LOC and 20% to IFF.

Marketing function
Mr. Beer, reported about the current sales and marketing situation. (Appendix 26)

Since the termination of the old partnership agreement with sales agency Red Carpet Brand
Alliance (RCBA) a new model has been created. On a non-exclusive basis the experienced head
of company will lead the sales work towards carefully selected leads. The work will begin
immediately. The fruitful work with the Swedish Federation has continued and some offers to
their partners have been made for WFC 2023 and 2024. The cooperation with the Finnish
Federation has also advanced and we have made first joint offers (Nokia and Raute).

As part of sales work, we are continuously in contact with companies that have been sponsors for
past events. In late August, an offer has been presented to Dachser to become the IFF logistics
provider and negotiations are on-going. Further active discussion with previous sponsors are
ongoing (Duscholux, Fisherman’s Friend) and new (e.g. Vitamin Well). As of late the IFF has also
been able to submit couple of new offers (for example to Nordic Minds) which have not led to
closed long-term deals but event specific deal negotiations. We are actively mapping new leads
often with a strong sustainability angle and have opened discussions with Kuusakoski (Nordic
recycling company (mainly metals)).

After the summer holiday season Protocol Sports will make a push to find more takers for the
WFC 2023, especially in the Asia-Oceania region. A status meeting is scheduled for end of
August.

The IFF has finalised all agreement negotiations with UNIHOC, Swerink and Gerflor. We have a
final, approved version of the agreement with Gerflor but still expecting their suggestion where it
is to be signed however, they have already delivered new floorings (dark blue) for the U19 WFC
2023 and preparing to ship the next one for the WFC 2023. We have received all PUMA referee
material for year 2023 (140 full referee sets (match shirts, shorts, socks, warm up (short and long
sleeve), training jacket and pants, bag). They are IFF printed and stored with IFF. Distribution to
referees is an on-going process. There is still a good amount of value-in-kind credit left for 2023
and IFF office is planning how to use this but at least for employee outfits. On July 6th, the IFF in
cooperation with Floorball Germany organised a “PUMA goes Floorball” try out day at PUMA
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head office in Germany. The day was a success and was also strongly communicated in their
channels. They are now planning to start a workplace floorball group and there are talks of
repeating the event 2024 (or combining it with a Floorball Germany Street Floorball Tour event).

The negotiations to find sponsors for the new Champions Cup have been unsuccessful. Mainly
sales were directed to floorball manufacturers. The offering has proven to be a bit challenging as
in the quarter- and semi-finals the available digital surface availability has been varying. Further,
as the rule is that in these rounds matches are played on home teams floors and rinks there may
be competing ads in the venues. Regardless, sales efforts will continue. The IFF office organised
branded promotion and marketing templates for the CC 2024 which have been distributed to
national federations and participating clubs. These have been implemented where possible
(some venue LEDs, media screens) as well as social media and have created unified visuals for
the matches.

The CCMNG meeting took place on the 31st of May in Malmé (Malmé Arena). We had
representatives from six countries participating. (Appendix 27) The main topics on the agenda
were streaming platforms (IFF / participating countries) and experiences thereof. The IFF shared
their experiences and learnings. The test streams from the Swiss and Czech Superfinals were
discussed and they were unfortunately not a big success however there was a very short window
to promote them. Further, discussion was lead around the new Champions Cup format, the
streaming thereof, clearing up topics regarding end user pricing and home team streaming
responsibilities/rights. A great initiative was the plan for the next WFC 2024 that national
federation sponsors will officially be brought together for networking. The next meeting is planned
for 16.1.2024 again in Malmd and has so far eight countries have signed up. The group considers
this to be a good forum to exchange information and experiences also informally in breaks and
after to official part.

Mr. Eriksson asked about the attendance of the members in the CCMNG, to which Mr. Beer and
Mr. Liljelund that there are some countries not participating and even not answering to the
invitations.

Material function

Mr. Lilielund reported that IFF has held the annual meeting of the IFF Material Board 15" of June
over Teams, discussing the present topics concerning the Floorball materials and the market.
cooperations. (Appendix 28)

The total revenue for the system 2022 was CHF 209.266 (CHF 143.037) and the costs

and the cost for running the system was CHF 184.516 (CHF 155.323), giving a surplus of CHF
24.750 (CHF -12.286). Out of this 80 per cent, which equals a sum CHF 19.800 for the use of the
Material Board. Even if the sales of Floorball equipment materials shows a significant upswing
compared to 2021, the market has not fully recovered from the effects of the Covid-19 pandemic.

The Material Board decided to support the development of the Canadian Floorball for a three-
year development project for 2023 — 2025 to help with the re-organisation of the Floorball
federation. The Plan is to build the sport from the grassroots to the Elite level. The objectives for
the "floorball infrastructure" in 2023-2025. The main idea is to support clubs and support and
create for provincial and municipal floorball leagues which show potential for growth (with boards,
nets, etc.). Partner with hockey associations to create Summer floorball leagues (with nets, goalie
equipment, boards) and Implement floorball in high schools (grades 9-12).

The Target for the project is that Floorball Canada should increase the number of licensed

players from 330 members this season, which 100 more members than last season and 250
more than the year prior. The target is to grow back to pre-COVID numbers (400-500
members) next season and keep the same rate of growth into the following season.

The Material Board decided to support the Canadian project with a total of 10.000 CHF for 2023
and continue the project in both 2024 and 2025, based on the continued plans. Further the
Material Board decided to support the development of the sustainability and responsibility
program Fair Floorball campaign with 9.000 CHF.

The Floorball manufacturers have for a longer period of time been quite displeased with the
services of the RISE Certification, in regard to the goalkeeper face masks and protective eyewear
(googles), which needs a CE certification, which is not owned by IFF. In the Material Board
meeting the question about the approval process with RISE was raised. The manufacturers feels
that the present system is relatively complex and requires extra work and bureaucracy.

Mr. Liljelund stated that the IFF needs to have an outside entity to test the materials. It was
agreed that all the members of the MB would start to think about the possibilities and proposals
to renovate the approval system and the IFF would invite a separate meeting in autumn 2023 to
consider the new ideas.

The Material Board approved the proposal for the edition of the Material Regulations 2024
(Appendix 29ab), which very limited and mostly technical changes. The approval of the Material
Regulation 2024 has to be taken by the IFF CB in this meeting, so that the manufacturers can
start to prepare for the changes, even though the new Material regulation will only take effect
officially from the 15t of July 2024.

Parafloorball function

Mr. Houman reported that the preparations for the World Winter Games 2025 in Turin Italy are
starting. There has been a grant of USD 40.000 allocated to develop floorball at Special Olympic
Italy.

In October, Special Olympics will have the budget for 2025 ready, and then know how many
teams will come from floorball. There will be three tournaments at the world winter games, men's,
women's and unified, and the special Olympics will probably have a small majority of teams from
Europe, but teams from all continents will participate.

It is interesting whether there will be countries that have floorball, but are not members of the IFF
Special Olympics wants to update the coaching guide for floorball with new videos and pictures,
and a budget has been allocated for this. It is expected to be able to be done in a weekend and
must be in place by 2024.

There has been dialogue with the IFF office and the UAE Special Olympics about taking steps to
get a national federation. An online meeting has been called.

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Sustainability function

Mr. Halonen reported on behalf of Mr. Kalsta that IFF is feverishly preparing the next carbon
footprint report for the year 2021/2022 for the UN Sports for Climate Network (S4CA). The
reporting is done in partnership with myclimate however there have been delays due to holidays
and very slow replies (the same that was the case with reporting from the WFC 2022 Green
Goal).

The IFF commitment to the Sports For Nature Framework has been communicated in our
channels. The number of organisations that are part of the framework closes 40 and is growing
fast. It can be stated the IFF is among the first to join. Mid-August IFF had a meeting with
International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN), the key organisation in the framework, to
closer map IFFs work and to better understand the requirements (reporting) and support
available. We were glad to realize that there is a lot of help available as they have recruited two
people to assist signatories. They are happy to assist us on finalising our sustainability guidelines
and consult to solidify an environmentally sound procurement process. They will also issue the
right to use a specific label in our communications.

The next FairFloorball activations have been on-going during the Champions Cup quarter-final
matches. The established captain bands and referee wristbands have been in use and digital
surfaces have been used (LED / event media screen) where available. Further, it is included in
the stream bumpers. FairFloorball will continue as an integral part of all IFF events in various
formats.

The summary from myclimate regarding the Green Goal initiative of the WFC 2022 has been
received, based on which the LOC could verify the success of the initiative. The target of 3000t
CO2e was barely exceeded (3019t CO2e) however this was due to a positive situation of bigger
number of spectators than originally planned. It is quite apparent that myclimate have lack of
personnel resources as the report has been pending for a very long time. This said, this is an
important document delivering facts on how the goals were achieved and will also act as corner
stone for a sustainability guideline for IFF event organisers. In connection with preparing the IFF
office carbon footprint report we have inquired about the detailed WFC 2022 report, and it has
been promised to us within the next few weeks.

The LOC WFC 2024 has prepared their sustainability strategy and they cooperate with
consultation company called Greentime (specialised in sustainability concepts and
measurement). The strategy is also closely connected the Erasmus+ GAMES project which the
Swedish Federation is a part of. The strategy builds on the legacy and learnings from the WFC
2022 Green Goal initiative. The IFF is in close cooperation and supports in any way they can.
This creates a great continuum to the WFC 2022 Green Goal initiative and can benefit from the
audit findings for improvement.

Information about the carbon fibre recycling pilot (Carbon Fibre Circular Alliance (CFCA)) was
distributed to all floorball equipment manufacturers (the membership fee is proving to be a hurdle
(£5000 p.a.)). Eventually it is in everyone’s interest that this would become standard or would at
least be evaluated more closely. The IFF became aware of a recycling project where a
manufacturer delivered decommissioned stick shafts to a recycler which then utilised the these
as fill material in manufacturing process of concrete. The prevents the use of lime stone (which is
a mining product) and reduces carbon emissions as well as the stick shafts from ending as land
fill or burnt for heat production.

The latest GAMES steering group meeting was in June in London and online status meeting
early August. The EU Erasmus+ GAMES project is closing to its mid-term (15 months) and
therefore several reports are being published at the end of August (will become publicly available
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at that point). These include the audit of current environmental preparedness of participating
federations, targeted governance and operational development goals and a large study on most
useful best practices from the sports world. The latter will be structured as a freely accessible
digital database. These will also contribute to the IFF sustainability guidelines which are in draft
status. The GAMES project also requires participants to organise couple of webinars and
seminars. The webinars IFF is planning together with the Swedish Federation. The most natural
way to organise seminars for the IFF is in connection with events and the first is planned to be
held during the U19 WFC 2024 in Lahti (especially suitable as Lahti is a carbon-neutral city).

In June we met with Mike Laflin from Global Sustainable Sport. He was interested if IFF would
like to participate in the Champions of Sustainability survey. He wishes to collect a database of
information from sports organisation sustainability actions. GSSport will provide a range of
products and services to help sports stakeholders develop their sustainability programmes; to
evaluate their sustainable activities; to communicate their outcomes and to help them engage
their athletes and fans. We have also given them an interview for their newsletter. To be noted
that financially we have not committed to anything.

Mr. Halonen reported that the IFF has applied together with the Finnish Floorball Federation for
the Office support from the Ministry of Education and the support of 70.000 € was granted to
Finnish Federation in June 2023. This support covers the IFF Office premises and one employee
for the IFF.

Membership questions

Mr. Halonen reported that the challenges with the African members are still ongoing, but
solutions regarding the participations to Africa Cup have now been found. From Burkina Faso
both of the organisations will send one team, one will send a women’s team and the other the
men’s team. In Cameroon the unofficial organization, which has the governmental recognition will
send one team over. The most important thing is that the discussions with both countries are
ongoing.

Mr. Kratz reported that the Swiss federation (SUHV) has informed IFF that Latvia still owes GAST
CHF 12.240 for the hotel rooms during the WFC 2022. There has been a communication
concerning this since spring between the SUHV and IFF and IFF has also communicated with
Latvia and stressed the importance to respond to GAST and SUHV. Although Latvia has several
times informed that they will pay this hasn’t happened and Swiss Unihockey hasn’t received any
information from Latvia since 2™ of August when the debt was promised to be paid by 15th of
August. The problem is related to the fact that the Latvian federation has not received any
support from the Latvian government.

If it was reduced in size to be approx. the length of the short-end of the court (15-20m) and have approx. 10 seating rows then this would be acceptable. IFF Champions Cup Steering Group (CCSG) meeting Agenda 1/2023

1. Opening of the meeting
Mr. Liljelund opened the meeting at 09:00 CET and welcome the participants.

2. Meeting Objective
To discuss the feedback from the quarterfinals, the process for decision making concerning the
Champions Cup, the preparations for the CC semi-finals and the Final Event and the process
for applying for it, need for possible changes in the Champions Cup concept for next year

3. Champions Cup decision making process
Mr. Lilielund clarified on the decision-making process of the Champions Cup, as there has
been some questions raised during the way. The Champion’s Cup is run as a joint venture by
the EFT countries and the IFF, where all decisions on how it shall be organised are taken by
the CCSG and then confirmed as a decision by the IFF Central Board.

The CCSG approved the final changes over email last spring concerning how to play the event
for 2023-2024 and the CC Regulation was approved in meetings with the National Federations
last spring. The IFF Office then prepared the CC Regulation for the CB, which was decided in
May. Only based on this could all the practical preparations be made and communicated to the
participating teams.

IFF has the operative responsibility to run the event, with the help of the national federations.
Within IFF the competition responsibility lies on the IFF Competition department, the Streaming
& Media lies with the Media department and Marketing lies with Mr. Kalsta.

Mr. Nilsson felt that we must clarify the way how to approach any change of the rules for the
Champions Cup, like the way the match clock will be used, to avoid issues in the future. The
possible changes has to be evaluated clearly, before it will be made. Mr. Frank asked what the
role of the RACC is?

Mr. Lilielund answered that as the Champions Cup Steering Group is the owner of the
Champions Cup format it is the role of the CCSG to prepare all proposals, which then will go

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through the IFF RACC and for a final decision to the CB. If the RACC is against a proposal of
the CCSG, the proposal goes to the CB as the CCSG’s proposal with the reservation of the
RACC, based on which the CB will decide.

Mr. Frank felt that it will be very important that there is a clear understanding of the role of the
RACC in regards to building the structure of the Champions Cup. Mr. Nilsson felt that it is a big
responsibility of the CCSG and that we therefore have to foster this responsibility in a correct
way. Mr. Liljelund will remind about the structure to the RACC chair Mr. Kibere in advance of
the RACC meeting next weekend.

Feedback from the Quarterfinals
Mr. Liljelund to report concerning the received feedback on the feedback IFF has received so
far from the Clubs and the National federations. (Appendix 1)

Mr. Frank asked how the feedback has been gathered, as it seems that the Czech Teams and
Technical Delegates have apparently not known how they should answer. Mr. Liljelund
informed that the IFF Competition department will send about a generic feedback form after the
full Champions Cup has been played.

Mr. Frank proposed that the feedback form should be sent out already now to all the teams,
which all the member of the CCS agreed with. The IFF Office will send a draft Feedback form
to the CCSG members by the end of this week and hope for a swift feedback.

Mr. limivalta reported on the cost level for the teams which played in the Quarter Finals, which
in Finland has been very high. IFF has received the application from the clubs in the Northern
conference and only two clubs in the Southern conference as follows and paid the support
accordingly. (Appendix 2) Mr. Frank felt that we should be able to follow the costs, in order to
be able toto include new countries in the future.

Mr. Kratz has sent out a reminder to the teams in the Southern conference that they should
send in their travel compensation applications.

Preparation for the Semi-finals
Mr. Liljelund reported on the preparations for the Semi-Finals.
The Ballot for the Semi Finals was conducted by the IFF Office and the outcome looks like this:

Mr. Frank informed that the match Tatran-Wiler, which will be played during the WFC and
asked if we should avoid the big tournaments. Mr. Zoss agreed that we should avoid these
dates and asked if there were issues with the Northern and Southern conferences in Finland
and Sweden. Mr. limivalta informed that there were some discussions, but there is no need to
complain about it. In Sweden they wanted even to keep the conferences for the semi-finals. Mr.
Frank informed that there were some discussions in Czech Republic as the federation had
given some misleading information to the clubs.

Suggestions by the Technical Delegates concerning the Extra time in the 2" game, if the game
points are equal. The proposal was that it should be added to the Champions Cup Regulation
about how time-outs are handled in the second matches where it goes to overtime to decide
the series.

Teams should be allowed one time out, as normal, during regular game time, and then they
should also be allowed one time out during the overtime. (Any time out not used during regular
time is cancelled - it does not carry over into extra time). In this way, the overtime is considered
as a whole separate 'match’, which is exactly what it actually is. The RACC chair Mr. Martin
Klabere has raised his concern about creating rules differences for the Champions Cup to the
normal Rules and felt that such proposals should only be discussed for the future.

The IFF Office is positive to this clarification and proposes that this would be approved by the
CCSG. IF the CCSG approves this it will take effect immediately, after an approval from the
RACC, which will have its next meeting in the coming weekend, if it would have to be
confirmed by the IFF CB in the next CB meeting on the 12.11.

Mr. Nilsson informed that in Sweden they are using the same system in the Swedish Cup and
are therefore not in favour of the proposal. Mr. Frank and Mr. Zoss also felt that it is not
needed. Mr. limivalta felt that we could have included this into the rules and even think to have
an extra period to decide the game, in the present situation.

The CCSG decided not to make any proposal in the matter.

6. Application process for the CC Finals and timetable
Mr. Liljelund reported that so far only Sweden has shown interest to organise the Champions
Cup Finals.

The CCSG discussed if there are any other interested federations and when we need to make
the decision about the Finals. The finals are to be played during the week of the 22.-28.1.2024.

Finland is not interested in organising it. The Czech Republic would be interested in it if Tatran
would qualify for the final. Swiss could be interested if there would be a Swiss team in the final,
so they would need to wait until the 3™ of December. Mr. Nilsson informed that they would
need to know earlier that in beginning of December to secure venues and make plans for the
event. The Czechs are ready to organised the women’s final if they would be qualified. Mr.
Zoss also felt that they would be interested in the Men’s Finals if their team would make it for
the final.

Mr. Nilsson informed that the Swedish women’s teams would be able to organise the women’s
finals in their home ground. Mr. limivalta reminded that the decision was to play them together,

In order for the National Federations to be able to prepare for the upcoming season we need to
start the process of agreeing to the dates for the Champions Cup 2025.
The CCSG decided that IFF will ask for the preferred dates for the Champions Cup 2025,
played autumn 2024 to January 2025 with the present set-up. The countries were asked to
revert with their preferences by the 18" of October.
8. Stakeholder concerns
No other matters were discussed.
9. Any other business
The CCSG agreed to have the next meeting on the 15" of November. Mr. Liljelund will send
out proposals for times for the meeting in connection to the circulation of the meeting report.

EUROPOWER GROUP REPORT 2023

In September we started the first event that took place in the town of Guadarrama
(Madrid — Spain) with the participation of the male teams from:
Belgium, Italy, Spain and Ukraine.

For this event we asked for the inclusion of a referee educator and he took three pairs:
from Belgium, Italy and Spain into education. The result was very good but unfortunately
with very few participation apart from the nominated pairs.

There were some organizational issues mainly due to the weekend it was (Most of us
didn’t have time enough to be ready because of summer vacations).

For the first time we have used the IFF App for streaming and even that it was done with
very little technical resources it went well.

Suspension of the RBussian Olympic Committee by the IOC Executive Board

Dear President,

We acknowledge, with thanks, receipt of your letter dated 10 October 2023 in response
to the 10C letter dated 7 October 2023,

We wish to inform you that the |CC Executive Board has carefully examined the situation
at its meeting today in Mumbai and took your letter into consideration. As a result of its

deliberations, the I0C Executive Board took the following decision:

The unilateral decision taken by the Russian Olympic Committee on § October 2023
to include, as its members, the regional sports organisations which are under the
authority of the NOC of Ukraine (namely Donetsk, Kherson, Luhansk and Zapaorizhzhia)
constitutes a breach of the Olympic Charter because it violates the territorial integrity
of the NOC of Ukraine, as recognized by the |QC, in accordance with the Olympic
Charter.

In view of the above, the 10C EB decides:

1. The Russian Olympic Committee is suspended with immediate effect until
further notice.

2. The suspension has the following consequences:
a) The Russian Qlympic Committee is no longer entitled to operate as a

National Olympic Committee, as defined in the Olympic Charter, and
cannot receive any funding from the Olympic Movement.

2026 at the appropriate time.

The |OC EB also reserves the right to take any further decision or measure depending

on the development of this situation,

Audit report on the liquidation closing balance sheet

Opinion

We have audited the liquidation closing balance sheet of Global Association of International Sports
Federations (GAISF), in liquidation (the Association) prepared on the basis of liquidation values,
which comprises the liquidation closing balance sheet as at 31 July 2023, the income statement for
the period from 01.01.2023 to 31.07.2023, as well as the notes to the liquidation closing balance
sheet, including a summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the liquidation closing balance sheet complies with Swiss law and the Association’s
articles of incorporation.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with Swiss Standards on Auditing (SA-CH). Our responsibilities
under those standards are further described in the “Auditor’s Responsibilities” section of our report.
We are independent of the Association in accordance with the requirements of the Swiss audit
profession and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these
requirements.

We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis
for our opinion.

Liquidator's Responsibilities

The liquidator are responsible for the preparation of a liquidation closing balance sheet in
accordance with the legal provisions and the Association’s articles of incorporation, and for such
internal control as the liquidator determine is necessary to enable the preparation of a liquidation
closing balance sheet that is free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor's Responsibilities

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the liquidation closing balance
sheet as a whole is free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an
auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance, but is
not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with SA-CH will always detect a material
misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered
material if, individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the
economic decisions of users taken on the basis of this liquidation closing balance sheet.

1) Opening of the meeting
Mr. Klabere greeted the RACC welcome and opened the first in person meeting since 2019.

2) Minutes from the last RACC meeting (Appendix 1)
The minutes from the last meeting were scrutinized and approved

3) This season (2023-2024)
a. Tournaments, dates, organisers & organiser applications (Appendix 2)
The competition calendar for 2023-2024 as presented in the appendix was discussed.

b. Jury schedule (Appendix 3)
Mr. Klabere presented the jury schedule for the upcoming events.

c. Champions Cup 2024 —final event (Jan 2024)
Sarah reported that the CCSG has in its last meeting discussed about splitting the Men’s and
Women'’s final instead of playing these as a single event. The CC 2024 final event was
discussed and the implications of starting to discussing/changing things in the middle of the
tournament already after quarter finals.

a. Tournaments, dates, organisers & organiser applications (Appendix 4)
The competition calendar for 2025-2026 as presented in the appendix was discussed

b. The World Games Women/Men Chengdu, China — general information (Appendix 5)
i. Qualification Women
The qualification for the Women’s TWG 2025 has been fixed to be the top 5
EUR teams in WFC 2023, the best ranked AOFC team from WFCQ 2025 and
best ranked Americas team to be decided in a separate TWG qualifier 2024 &
China

ii. Qualification Men
The qualification for the Men’s TWG 2025 has been fixed to be top 5 EUR
teams, the best ranked AOFC team, the best ranked Americas team from
WEFC 2024 & China

5) Topics from General Assembly 2022 Zurich/Kloten
a. European Floorball Championships (Appendix 6)
i. First edition 2026
1. Qualification
WEFC top 7 EUR + organiser

ii. Enlarging of number of teams from 8 to 12
RACC believes that this should happen at the earliest 2030 since we then
would have had two events of each gender.

1. Qualification what needs to be prepared
The qualification to an enlarged European Floorball Championships
will be returned to at a later stage.

b. Freeing of players National teams (Appendix 7 and 25)
i. Rules that can block the freeing of players.
The RACC discussed how to find a solution.
The first proposal from the RACC to the CB is that the two international
weekends in October and November should be changed back to only one
weekend, being the 4" weekend of October.

As the international weekends in the lead-up to the WFC are the most

problematic for the release of players, the second RACC proposal is that if a

player who is selected by their national association says they are not available
2|Page



to play in an international tournament &/or attend a national team training
camp on either the September or October international weekends, then that
player shall not be entitled to play a club match held at the corresponding time.
If the player does play for their club at this time then the National Association
of the club team should be fined.

The RACC also recommends that all National Associations must take more
responsibility in ensuring that the IFF regulations regarding the release of
players is better informed to all clubs. It is very important that clubs, when
making agreements with foreign players, are fully aware of the relevant release
of player rules.

c. Event organiser & event participant challenges and recommendations
The preparation work from the RACC is done and the office has been assigned to
work with this.

6) Topics during Association Meeting in Singapore 2023
a. New adult WFC system (Appendix 8)
Mr. Klabere informed of the CB decision to present the new adult WFC system to the
Associations Meeting 2023

b. U19 WFC
The RACC discussed about possible new dates and a survey with the options May,
August and September will be sent to the Associations having participated in the last
10 years. Survey will close on 315 October allowing time for the results to be
discussed at the Core Country & CB meetings which are scheduled for November

c. International calendar possible changes — Workshop (Appendix 9)
Mrs. Mitchell informed of things to consider when planning for a new competition
calendar as well as reasons behind the possible changes.
An implementation plan shall be made for presentation in the CB Meeting in
November 2023

7) Champions Cup 2024 and forward
a. Feedback on 2024 event so far (Appendix 24)
Mrs. Mitchell presented the feedback received this far. The participating Clubs will
be sent a preliminary feedback survey during October and a further survey after the
event is completed

b. Possible changes — proposals from RACC to CC steering group
The RACC discussed the Champions Cup in general.
Mr. Wullschleger asked for a clearer definition of the extra time used in the quarter-
and semi-final stages, either so that it should be like extra time in a regular game or
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that Timeouts and Penalties are cleared before extra time with the addition that only
minor bench penalties shall be cleared.

The task of clarifying this extra time will be given to the Rules group to look over the
definition of the extra time in the future CC regulations. A temporary wording has
been included in the information sent to the semi-final teams for CC 2024:

If the teams are equal on points after ordinary time of the last match in the
stage, then extra time and, if necessary, penalty shots, according to the IFF
Rules of the Game shall be played.

This extra-time and penalty shots shall be played as if the deciding match had
been drawn, meaning that any penalty time remaining from regular time
shall continue in extra time and no additional time outs are given to the
teams.

Mr Klabere suggested that there should be closer collaboration between the CCSG
and RACC in the development of the competition regulations. The RACC is also of
the opinion that the composition of the CCSG must be reviewed so that competition
experts from both the IFF and stakeholder countries are included for consultations,
as there are many things that could be solved on a working group level and then
presented to the CC Steering Group. This may also be valid for marketing and sales
experts.

In addition, each participating association needs to have a person directly
responsible for CC who should be the key contact for the IFF to help with the
communication with the teams. This should be included in the regulations in the
future.

A guestion was also raised about the walk-over rule and how it applies in CC. The
RACC decided to propose to the CB that if a team is penalised with a walk-over loss
in either the home or away game then they are automatically disqualified from that
phase (quarterfinal or semi-final). The reason being that a team could win the first
match 5-0, not take the court for the second match (which they would lose 0-5 due
to the walk-over result) and then the teams would be forced to play just extra time
and penalty shots. The RACC recommends an immediate implementation of this
regulation.

8) Regulations and other documents
a. Regulations in need of change — office to report.
Currently there is nothing special to report on regulations in need of a change except in
regulations that are discussed in this meeting.
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b. IFF Event Handbook 2016 — needs update (Appendix 10)
Mrs. Mitchell reported that the process is ongoing within the office and that the plan is to
finalise the update during 2024. Martin proposed to have a project plan for the office with
milestones so we can follow the development.

c. RACC documents — that need update.
i. Frequent topics during jury work (including hot/cold arena) — (Appendix 11)
To be updated by office and then brought to RACC

i. Guidelines jury (Appendix 12)
Office to update and restructure.

iii. Jury Event Report (Appendix 13)
The office will check for possible updates.

9) Gamerules3x3
a. Traditional version — when to test/use (Appendix 14)
The RACC is of the opinion that the traditional rules for 3vs3 shall be used for
development and lower tiers.

b. Multisport version - test (Appendix 15)
Mr. Kratz reported that the Rules book for the 3vs3 Multisport version is in the
making using the IFF Rules of the Game as base. Some tests, like the distance from
the goal line for penalty shots, will be carried out. An event is planned to be
organised in Lahti during the U19 WFC 2024. The RACC is of the opinion that the
3vs3 event should not be called World Championships on its first test tournament.
But that we could have WFC both for national teams and club teams in the future.

10) Possible playing systems for youth 3x3 4x4 (initiative from Development Committee —
RACC look at rules)
a. First edition of simplified rules (Appendix 16)
The RACC is of the opinion that existing youth development material in several
Associations could be used and that the focus should be material about the
development of youth players rather than creating special game rules.

b. Meeting with Development Committee (Teams) — who wants to take part?
In the upcoming meeting with the Development Committee Mr. Klabere, Mr.
Jirovsky and Mr. Kratz will participate. Proposal to Development Committee is after
the next RACC meeting 2023-11-21 (18.45-19.45)

11) IFF Strategy 2021-2032 Implementation plan - topics RACC
a. Competitions — RACC to discuss mixed team version of the game.
The RACC is of the opinion that a mixed version for international competition shall
be considered in a later stage. The NAs can organise mixed versions nationally, but
the RACC feels that IFF should not introduce this as an official IFF event category in
the near future. A mixed 3v3 event could be a possible playing format for FISU.
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b. Event structure — Evaluate what different versions of the game the IFF members are

playing (Office sent out questionnaire February 2022 — outcome) — (Appendix 17)
The different versions the NAs are organising were discussed and the RACC
conclusion is that the NAs adapts to actual situation when deciding number of
players and playing time.

Current IFF event structure — Consult with national associations (e.g., U23 or U17
etc.) — (Appendix 18)

The consultation with the NAs has been carried out and the result is already
implemented in the regulations

Current IFF event structure — Consult with national associations what other events
may be of value for them (Office will have meetings fall 2023)
In the CC13 meeting to be held 10t November calendar issues will be discussed.

12) Rules and use of video review

a.

Rules of the Game Edition 2026 — starts October 2023 (Appendix 19)
Mr. Kratz informed that the letter asking for proposals of rule changes will be sent
19t October 2023.

IFF Way of Refereeing Play Book — latest edition including physical play (Appendix 20)
The RACC discussed the physical play and implementation in the game rules. More
info about this document is needed and should be spread to the NAs so that all
parties have the knowledge of the document and its contents. It is not enough that
the information is given only to international referees — it must be included to
national association referee education as well.

RACC concluded that the rules we have is a good base for handling the physical play
for the referees.

Goal camera — report from office how it has been working during the season
including latest document that is applied (Appendix 21)

The RACC discussed possibilities to increase the number of situations for reviewing
and the problems that have occurred in other sports that have all the possible
technique. RACC decided not to bring up this topic further for now.

3-points system — is this the natural way of moving forward?

In NAs normally the 3-point system in single matches with extra time. The 2-point
system is used when no extra time is played. Aside from Champions Cup, which
already uses a 3-point system, the RACC is of the opinion that there is currently no
need for IFF to move to a 3-point system for other IFF events.

Number of team officials allowed on the bench. 5 or 7?

RACC discussed the number of team officials on the bench. The opinion is to stay
with 5 on the bench. For major IFF events where teams are currently allowed to have
7 team officials (who can be selected on the bench) + 3 extra team officials (who
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cannot be selected on the bench), this should be simplified so that there is no
differentiation between these and that teams can name up to 10 officials, all of
whom can be selected to be included as part of the 5 officials on the bench for a
match.

13) Other topics
a. Exceptions in national leagues — extra time, number pf players etc. who applied for
season 2023-24 and for what (Appendix 22)
The RACC discussed the applications for exemptions having arrived from the NAs for
2023/2024

b. Material regulations and how they are prepared (Appendix 23)
Mr. Wullschleger has asked the question on how the process is for changes of the
Material Regulations and is of the opinion that the RACC should have the possibility
to give feedback and influence on the outcome.
Mr. Klabere will discuss with Mr. Liljelund on how to have influence on changes.

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IFF COMPETITION CALENDAR CHANGES

The events that the RACC have considered as being possible for review are basically all IFF events, apart
from the adult world championships, meaning:

- U19 World Championships

- Qualifications for both adult & U19 World Championships

- European Championships

- Champions Cup

- EuroFloorball Cup

- EuroFloorball Challenge

- AOFC Club Championships

- International weekends

Adult WFC

A change to the scheduling of the adult WFC final round in December was not considered in the calendar
review, except in special circumstances such as what happened in 2022, with the Men’s Football World Cup
being played in December.

The fact that both the Men’s Football World Cup and the Summer Olympics are held in even number years,
which is the same as the Men’s WFC may make it worth considering swapping the years that the Men’s &
Women’s WFC is played in the future, as one way to minimise conflicts especially to do with TV.

QUALIFICATIONS

With the introduction of the European Championships (EC) the qualification for WFC will change, with 7 or 8
EUR teams receiving direct qualification. This will reduce the number of teams in the WFCQ EUR to approx.
12-16 teams, depending on the gender and current registration numbers. This change provides the opportunity
to also review the current qualification group/playing system for WFCQ EUR, however, the RACC considers
that the current playing format (with 2 groups in one location, with group + cross-over placement games) works
well and could be continued.

It would be good if the WFCQ events could all be held in the period of SEP — NOV of the year prior to the final
round event as this would help the WFC final round organiser with the event planning, both from a logistics
and marketing point of view. The final round event planning usually begins already 2 years in advance of the
event, with ticket sales often starting 12-18 months prior to the event.

AOFC have already agreed to swap their WFCQ and AOFC events around which means that WFCQ will be
played around October (with teams qualifying to the following year's WFC) and AOFC Cup in February/March.

The EUR & AMER qualifications should therefore also be scheduled around this time which would give us all
qualified teams 1 year prior to the WFC.

EC is currently scheduled to be held in AUG / SEP (starting in 2026) so having WFCQ EUR events around the
same time could be good, however, the RACC is of the opinion that it would be better for the overall calendar
if EC was played in the beginning of the year (eg. in February). See EC info later in the document for more
details.

U19 WEC

We already have organisers appointed for this up until May 2026 so no changing dates before then. Possible
other dates that were initially discussed by the RACC were January or June. January would be good
because we are going to have so few events in the beginning of the year but it is perhaps too soon after the
adult WFC (which would be the same gender) and perhaps having our two largest WFC events right after
each other is not great from a marketing and overall calendar perspective. From a resource point of view,
both for personnel and finances for the National Associations, this may also be difficult. June was seen as
problematic because of it being too far away from the end of the season.
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When looking at the overall calendar, August & September arose as the favoured alternative months. It does
not conflict too greatly with national leagues and gives a major event in this period (unless EC remains here
as well). If played in this period then there would be no need to swap the year in which each gender is played,
whereas if it would be moved to January we would most likely need to swap the genders as it would not be
ideal to have, for example, Women’s WFC in December followed by the Women’s U19 WFC in January,
especially considering that many of the smaller countries may have players participating in both events.

QUALIFICATIONS

If the U19 WFC final round was played in August / September then qualifications could be held in the early
part of the year where we currently have very few events — eg. February. Alternatively, the qualification period
could be broadened to be from November — February giving more flexibility for regions and for finding
organisers, which has proved difficult in recent years.

SURVEY

IFF Competition Office have sent a survey to all National Associations who have registered for an U19 WFC
in the last 10 years to find out their preferred dates for the event, with the months of May, August & September
being the focussed months.

They will be asked:

1) Order in preference the months for playing U19 WFC (May, August, September)

2) For each of these months indicate which week/s would be preferred for playing U19 WFC

3) What are the 3 most important factors that have influenced your choice of preferred months?

4) Apart from the things you have mentioned in Q.3, what other factors should IFF consider when
deciding on the scheduling of the U19 WFC?

5) Make a selection for each month (January — November) to indicate whether it is a month that you
could play the U19 WFC (Yes), you could not play the U19 WFC (No), or you could perhaps play the
U19 WFC (Maybe)

The survey will close on 315t October.

SURVEY OUTCOME: the results of the U19 WFC scheduling survey confirms the last week of August or the
15t week of September as the preferred timing for the event, which is now reflected in the proposed calendar
changes.

European Championships

This event was originally scheduled to be introduced in September 2025, however, the scheduling of The
World Games 2025 in August has made this problematic, so 2026 is now more likely as the introductory year.
It is also planned that the championship will be for the different gender than the WFC in the same year.

The RACC discussed the planned scheduling of this event and how it will work with the start of league seasons
as well as the new Champions Cup format where quarterfinals are played in August/September. The possibility
of it being played instead in the earlier part of the season (mid-February) was discussed as an alternative.

There were pros and cons with both dates. If played in September it can be used as a good lead-in event to
the WFC, helping to start the season with a big event, but perhaps for the Women’s WFC in particular it may
be a negative rather than a positive when the Men’s EC would be played only a few months before as it may
become the preferred sponsor / TV event in that period. This period of the year is also important for the start
of the league season and is now when the CC series begins, so is already quite congested. The second half
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of the year also seems to be when many of the multi-sport events are held so we may continually run into
scheduling problems.

If played in February, the national associations are already aligned with having a national team event at this
time (WFCQs) and it would give a major event in an otherwise quite empty calendar period. If played in this
period the gender would need to be the same as for the WFC at the end of the year. And a Women’s EC
played at this time may be negatively affected coming so soon after the Men’s WFC, but perhaps the two
events could somehow be packaged together for sponsors / TV to help with this.

If to be played in the earlier part of the year, it would start in Feb 2026 with men, or could even start in 2025
with women (qualified from WFC 2023).

International Club Tournaments
Currently IFF has 3 official international club tournaments in Europe and one in Asia Oceania.

CHAMPIONS CUP (CC)

The CC is currently played in a home and away series with the men’s & women’s national league champions
of CZE, FIN, SWE, SUI but there are plans to expand this to include other countries in the future. It is played,
at present, with three rounds — quarterfinals, semi-finals, finals. QFs & SFs are played as home and away
games, and the finals are a single match.

Quarterfinals and semi-finals are played within a defined time period agreed upon by the Champions Cup
Steering Group (CCSG). Ideally, the quarterfinals are played in September, semi-finals in November, and finals
in January.

EUROFLOORBALL CUP (EFC)
The EFC is for the men’s & women’s national league champions who are notincluded to CC. Ideally it is played
with 6 women’s & 6 men’s teams in a 4-5 day tournament in one location.

Traditionally played in October. Interest from the eligible countries in the past few years has been low.

EUROFLOORBALL CHALLENGE (EFCh)

The EFCh is for the men’s & women’s national league champions for countries not included in CC or EFC.
Ideally it is played with 6 women’s & 6 men’s teams in a 4-5 day tournament in one location, but can also be
played with 4 teams and in separate locations. If there is enough registrations then this event can be split into
different tiers, based on ranking.

Traditionally played in late August. Interest from eligible countries to participate is always high, but finding
organisers at short notice (many national champions are only decided in May) is difficult.

AOFC CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS*
This was played for the first time in July 2023. It is not yet confirmed as a permanent event but was very
successful and would be a great addition to the IFF event calendar.

*Not included in the current calendar considerations as not yet confirmed as a permanent event

International Weekends
Currently IFF has 5 official international weekends:

¢ 1stweekend in February

o 4% weekend in April

e 1tweekend in September
o 39 weekend in October

e 2" weekend in November
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There have been increasing problems with clubs releasing players, especially for the Sep / Oct / Nov
weekends. One suggestion has been to have the October & November weekends limited to one gender
depending on the gender of the WFC, however, this is an issue only for the 16 teams in the WFC and it seems
unfair that the other 60 member associations should be limited by this kind of restriction, so the RACC thought
an alternative solution would be to reduce the number of international weekends in this period (thereby
reducing the pressure on the clubs), and go back to only 2 weekends — the 1%t weekend in September and
then the 4™ weekend in October.

For pre-WFC preparations, the weekend prior to the WFC (usually the last weekend in November) is included
in the player release dates allowing for a team to have a final team camp from Saturday — Thursday for a WFC
that starts on Saturday (as is the current format).

The international weekend in February could also be moved to the 3™ or 4" weekend. This would help with the
administration of any events in this period because with the 1%t weekend it currently means that much of the
planning and final preparations for events held at this time is during Christmas to New Year. For IFF events it
is particularly problematic as we have a 30-day information due date for team lists which falls nearly every
year on New Year’s Day.

The 4™ weekend in April is the least used international weekend so this could perhaps be moved to May / June
instead.

Other events

Other regional / multi-sport events that were considered in the calendar discussions are TWG (every 4 years
— 2025, 2029) and for the Asian region — SEA Games (every 2 years — 2025, 2027, 2029) and AIMAG (every
4 years - 2025, 2029). It is unpredictable as to when they will be played as it is up to the hosting country, so
we will just need to work around them as best we can.

AOFC Cup is a regional development tournament usually played in October, but it will be swapped with the
WFCQ event and played in February / March. WFCQ AOFC could be renamed to be Asia Oceania
Championships (in line with the Future of Floorball idea of creating continental championships)

Africa Cup will hopefully be played more regularly (either annually or bi-annually) and is usually played in
September.

IFF will look at introducing a 3v3 World Championships and will continue to pursue inclusion in FISU World
University Championships (perhaps also 3v3) and European Masters Games. There are perhaps some other
European multi-sport events that should also be considered. These all need to be included in the calendar
planning.

Considerations
In the discussions about the calendar the following were key factors:
o distribution of major events throughout the year to ensure a good flow of online content and marketing
possibilities
e minimising disruption to national league calendars
¢ moving WFC qualification events to ensure that all qualified countries are confirmed earlier
e need to ensure that IFF events do not take up all of the international weekends and that there is still
space in the calendar for other events (such as 6NFC, Alps Adria Cup, EuroPower etc)

CONDITIONS OF THE GAME

Floorball shall be played in the form of a match between two teams. The aim of the game is
to score more goals than the opposing team, whilst playing within the limits of the rules.
Preferably, floorball shall be played indoors on a hard and even surface at a venue that has
been approved by the administrating authority.

GLOSSARY
Advantage
When the referee allows play to continue when an offence has occurred if this benefits the

non-offending team.

Administrating authority



JFF

The governing body for the game being played, e.g. The International Floorball Federation
or a National Association.

Bench penalty
A penalty that affects the number of players on the rink.

Board
A low wall made in sections with rounded corners that encloses the rink. Usually made of
plastic.

Brutal
An act which is savage or vicious. Considered worse than being violent.

Careless
An act which lacks consideration or precaution. Considered milder than being reckless.

Centre line
A marked line on the floor which divides the rink into two halves of equal size.

Centre spot
A marked spot on the floor used as a face-off dot at the beginning of a match or a period
and after a goal is scored. Also where a penalty shot shall be taken from.

Delayed penalty
When a penalty is awarded but play continues since the non-offending team still controls
the ball.

Delayed penalty shot
When a penalty shot is awarded but play continues since the non-offending team still
controls the ball and the goal situation is still in progress.

Extra time
A method of trying to decide the outcome of a match by continuing playing until a team
scores or the extra time ends.

Face-off
A fixed situation where two opposing players try to gain control of the ball which is placed
between them.

Field player
A playing member of the team who is not a goalkeeper and plays with a stick.

Fixed situation



AFF

The way play is resumed after an interruption. Fixed situations are face-off, hit-in, free-hit
and penalty shot.

Free-hit
A fixed situation where the non-offending team resume play after an offence has been
committed.

Free-hit dot
A marked spot on the floor where free-hits shall be performed.

Goalcrease

Goalkeeper
The player whose special role is to stop the ball from entering the goal.

Goalkeeper area

Fhe-smaller-of- the-two-rectangularareas-infront-of- the-coalcage: The rectangular area in

front of the goal cage.

Goal line
A marked line on the floor that the ball shall pass for a goal to be scored.

Goal cage

A structure that consists of a crossbar and two posts with netting. The purpose of the goal
cage is to make it easier for the referees to decide whether the ball passed under the height
of the crossbar when it crossed the goal line.

Intentional
An act which is done on purpose.

International Floorball Federation (IFF)
The worldwide governing body for the sport of floorball.

Imaginary extended goal line
A straight line which is not marked on the floor that prolongs from the goal line through the
face-off dots in the corners to the board.

Major bench penalty
A penalty awarded for more severe offences.

Match penalty
A penalty where the offending player or member of the team staff is suspended from the
rest of the game and may face further punishment depending on the offence committed.



Match record
Official team document listing the players and team staff and match events.

Minor bench penalty
A penalty awarded for less severe offences.

National Association
A national governing body for the sport of floorball.

Non-offending team
The opposing team of the team committing an offence.

Offence
An action which breaks/violates the Rules of the Game.

Offending team
The team committing an offence.

Official
A neutral person who has responsibilities during the game, e.g., in the secretariat.

Penalise
To punish the player or member of the team staff who committed an offence.

Penalty bench
Where the penalised player is obliged to sit during the duration of the penalty.

Penalty shot
A fixed situation where the non-offending team is awarded a chance to score without
opposition from any players from the offending team except the goalkeeper.

Play
An action by a player with the stick or body.

Personal penalty
A penalty that only affects the offending player and not the number of players on the rink.

Reckless
An act which disregards the consequences for the opponent. Considered worse than being
careless, but milder than being violent.

Referee
A person who oversees the game and makes sure the Rules of the Game are followed.

Rink
The area limited by the board where the game takes place.



Secretariat
Neutral officials who assist the referees and are responsible for the match record, time
keeping and speaker tasks.

Stick
An implement consisting of a shaft and a curved blade used to play the ball. The shaft is
usually made of carbon fibre and the blade of plastic.

Substitution
Replacing a player on the rink with one from the substitution zone.

Substitution zone
The area where the players’ benches are placed and the area in which the substitution of
players must take place.

Team captain
A title given to one player on each team. The team captain has special rights, but also
obligations.

Team staff
Non-playing members of the team, such as coaches.

Time out
A time-limited interruption of the game when the teams can discuss tactics.

Unintentional
An act which is not done on purpose.

Violent
An act which uses excessive force and seriously endangers the opponent. Considered
worse than being reckless, but milder than being brutal.

1 RINK

101 Dimensions of the rink

1) Therink shall be 46 22 m x 20 11 m and enclosed by a board with rounded corners,
which is approved by the IFF and marked accordingly.

The rink shall be rectangular, the measures indicating length x width.

The smallest rink allowed is 36 18 m x 38 9 m.

102 Markings on the rink
1) All markings shall be made with lines, 4-5 cm in width, in a clearly visible colour.

2) A centre line and a centre spot shall be marked.
The centre line shall be parallel to the short sides of the rink and divide the rink into two
halves of equal size.



4 3) Goalkeeper areas measuring 1 m x 2.5 m shall be marked 0.65 m in front of the
rear limits of the goal creases.

The goalkeeper areas shall be rectangular, and the measures indicate length x width
including the lines. The goalkeeper areas shall be centred in relation to the long sides of the
rink.

5 4) The rear lines of the goalkeeper areas shall also serve as goal lines. Marks for
the goal posts shall be made on the rear lines of the goalkeeper areas, so that the
distance between the marks is 1.6 m.

The goal lines shall be centred in relation to the long sides of the rink. The marks for the
goal posts shall be made either with gaps in the rear lines of the goalkeeper area or with
short lines, perpendicular to the rear lines of the goalkeeper area.

5) Face-off Free-hit dots shaII be marked on the centre line 2 m from the long S|des of
the rink a
oftherink not exceedlng 30 cmin dlameter

The face-off dots may be marked as crosses. Fhe-dots-on-the-centre-ine-may-be-imagirary-

6) A penalty shot dot shall be marked 5 m from the goal line. The penalty shot dot
shall be centred in relation to the long sides of the rink.

103 Goal cages

1) Goal cages, approved by the IFF and marked accordingly, shall be placed with the
posts on the prescribed marks.

The openings of the goal cages shall face the centre spot. A ball bag with space for at least
20 balls shall be hanged behind the goal cage.

104 Substitution zones

1) Substitution zones with a length of 486 4 m shall be marked along one of the long
sides of the rink, 5 4 m from the centre line, and include players’ benches.

The substitution zones shall be marked on both sides of the board. The width of the
substitution zones shall not exceed 3 m, measured from the board. The players’ benches
shall be placed at an appropriate distance from the board and have room for rineteen nine
persons each. The substitution zone can also be marked on top of the rink, using a different
colour.

105 Secretariat and penalty benches

1) A secretariat with-penalty-benches shall be placed opposite the substitution
zones, by the centre line.




No separate penalty benches shall be placed. The seat closest to the centre line of the
players’ benches serves as penalty bench while a penalty is carried out.

106 Inspection of the rink

1) The referees shall, at an early stage before the match, inspect the rink and ensure
that defects are corrected.

All defects that can’t be corrected shall be reported. The erganizer organiser is responsible
for correcting defects and for keeping the board in a proper condition during the match. All
dangerous objects shall be removed or padded.

107 Ball

1) The ball shall be approved by the IFF and marked accordingly.

The ball surface shall be single coloured in a non-fluorescent colour. Neither the inside
colour of the ball can be fluorescent.

2 GAME TIME

201 Regular game time

1) Regular game time shall be 3 2 x 20 10 minutes with twe one 48 2-minute
intermissions;. when-theteams-shal The teams shall not change ends.

Exemption for sherter different game time howevernotless-than2-x-15-minutes and/or
shorter/longer intermissions may be given by the administrating authority. The game clock

shall when possible count from 00:00 and up. When-changing-ends,-the-teams-shall-also

change-substitutionzenes. The home team shall choose ends at an early stage before the
match. Every new period shall start with a face-off at the centre spot.

At the end of every period the secretariat is responsible for providing a siren or other
suitable sound device unless this is automatic. A period or a match is over as soon as the
final signal starts sounding. The timing of the intermission shall start immediately at the end
of the period. The teams are responsible for being back on the rink in time to resume play
after the intermission.

If the referees consider one end of the rink to be better, the teams shall change ends. after

2) Game time shall be effective.



Effective game time implies that time shall be stopped whenever play is interrupted by the
referees’ whistle and started again when the ball is played.

At unnatural game interruptions a triple signal shall be used. The referees decide what shall
be regarded as an unnatural interruption, but this always includes: a damaged ball, the
board coming apart, injuries, measuring of equipment, unauthorised persons or objects on
the rink, the lights going out either completely or partly, and the final signal being sounded
by mistake. Should the board come apart play shall not be interrupted until the ball is near
the place in question. In case of injuries play shall be interrupted only on suspicion of a
serious injury or if the injured player directly affects play.

An administrating authority may grant an exemption to use non-effective time, in which case
game time shall only be stopped in connection with a goal, a penalty, a penalty shot, a time
out or at the referees’ triple signal at an unnatural interruption. The last 3 minutes of regular
game time shall always be effective. Game time shall be stopped during a penalty shot.

202 Time out
1) During the match each team shall have the right to request one time out, which
shall be carried out, and be marked by a triple signal, as soon as play is interrupted.

A time out may be requested at any time, including in connection with goals and penalty
shots, penalty shots after regular game time excluded, but only by the team captain or a
member of the team staff. A time out requested during an interruption shall be carried out
immediately, but if the referees consider that this negatively affects the situation for the
opposing team, the time out shall be carried out at the next interruption.

A requested time out shall always be carried out, except after a goal, when the team may
withdraw the request or when the next interruption is the end of the period, which

automatically cancels the time-eut time out. Fhis-alse-appliesto-thepossible-changingof
the-ends-inthe-middle-of- theperiod. A time out starts at the referees’ additional signal when

the teams are at their substitution zones and the referees at the secretariat. Another
additional signal after 30 seconds marks the end of the time out.

After a time out, play shall be resumed according to what caused the interruption. A
penalised player is not allowed to participate in a time out.

203 Penalty shots after regular game time
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1) If a match that must be decided ends with an even result, the game shall be decided with
penalty shots.

1 2) Five three field players from each team shall take one penalty shot each. If the
score after this is still equal, the same players shall take one penalty shot each until
a decisive result is achieved.

The penalty shots shall be taken alternately. The referees decide which goal to use and
shall carry out a draw between the team captains. The winner decides which team will start
taking the penalty shots. The team captain or a member of the team staff shall, in writing,
inform the referees and the secretariat of the numbers of the players and the order in which
they will take the penalty shots. The referees are responsible for ensuring that the penalty
shots are taken in the exact order as noted by the team staff.

As soon as a decisive result is achieved during the penalty shots, the match is over, and
the winning team shall be considered to have won by one extra goal. During the regular
penalty shots, a decisive result is considered to be achieved when a team is leading by a
larger number of goals than the opposing team has remaining penalty shots. During the
possible extra penalty shots, a decisive result is considered to be achieved when a team
has scored one goal more than the opposing team and both teams have taken the same
number of penalty shots. The extra penalty shots do not have to be taken in the same
order as the regular penalty shots, but a player must not take a third penalty shot until all
the noted players in the team have taken at least two, and so on.

If one of the noted players incurs any penalty during the penalty shots, the team captain
shall choose a field player, who is not already noted, to replace the player who has
incurred the penalty. If a goalkeeper incurs any penalty during the penalty shots, they shall
be replaced by the reserve goalkeeper. If a reserve goalkeeper is not available, the team
has a maximum of 3 minutes to properly equip a field player, who is not already noted, but
none of this time may be used for warming up. The new goalkeeper shall be marked in the
match record, and the time of the change shall be noted.

A team that is unable to note five three field players shall only be allowed to take as many
penalty shots as they have noted players. This is also valid during possible extra penalty
shots.

3 PARTICIPANTS

301 Players

1) Each team is allowed to use a maximum of 20 10 players. These shall be noted in
the match record.

Players may be field players or goalkeepers. No other players than those noted in the
match record are allowed to participate in the match or be in their own substitution zone.

2) During play six four players in each team, at the most, including only one

goalkeeper. ersbxtfieldplayers-only, may be on the rink simultaneously. The

goalkeeper may not be replaced with a field player, except during a delayed penalty.



For the referees to start a match, each team shall have at least five three field players and a
properly equipped goalkeeper, or the final score shall be 5-0 to the non-offending team.
During play, each team must be able to play with at least feur two field players, or the
match shall be stopped, and the final score shall be 5-0 to the non-offending team, or the
achieved result if this is more advantageous for the non-offending team.

302 Substitution of players

1) Substitution of players may take place at any time and an unlimited number of
times during a match.

All substitutions shall take place in the team’s own substitution zone. A player leaving the
rink has to be on the way passing over the board before a substitute may enter the rink. An
injured player leaving the rink outside their own substitution zone must not be replaced until
play is interrupted. A bleeding player is not allowed to participate in the match until the
bleeding is under control.

303 Particular regulations for goalkeepers

1) All goalkeepers shall be marked in the match record.

The marking shall be made with a “G” in the margin. A player marked as goalkeeper is not
allowed to participate as a field player, with a stick, during the same match. If a team due to
injury or penalty has to replace the goalkeeper with a field player, they have a maximum of
3 minutes to properly equip the substitute, but none of this time shall be used for warming
up. The new goalkeeper shall be marked in the match record, and the time of the change
shall be noted.

2) If a goalkeeper entirely leaves the goalerease goalkeeper area during play, they
shall, until returning, be considered a field player, yet without a stick.

This does not apply in connection with a threw-eut throw-in. A goalkeeper is considered to
have entirely left the gealerease goalkeeper area when no part of their body touches the
floor inside the goalerease goalkeeper area. The goalkeeper is, however, allowed to jump

within their own geal-erease goalkeeper area. The lines belong to the geal-erease
goalkeeper area.

304 Particular regulations for team captains

1) Each team shall have a team captain, who shall be marked in the match record.
The marking shall be made with a “C” in the margin. Change of the team captain shall only
take place in case of injury, illness or match penalty, and has to be noted with time in the
match record. A replaced team captain must not function again as team captain during the
same maitch.

2) Only the team captain is entitled to speak to the referees and is also obliged to
assist them.

When the team captain speaks to the referees, this shall be done according to set
conditions. A penalised team captain loses the right to speak to the referees, unless
addressed by them, and, except when the team staff requests a time out, the team has no
possibility to communicate with the referees. If considered necessary by the referees,
discussions shall be taken in the corridors and not in the rink and never inside the referees’



dressing room.

305 Team staff

1) Each team shall note, at the most, five three members of the team staff in the
match record.

No other persons than those noted in the match record are allowed to be in their own
substitution zone. With the exception of a time out, a member of the team staff shall not
enter the rink without the referees’ permission. All coaching shall take place from the team’s
own substitution zone where the team staff shall be situated during the match.

Before the match, a member of the team staff should check the match record and ensure
the team list is correct.

After the start of the match no amendments shall be allowed except from possible
corrections of incorrect numbering. Should a member of the team staff be recorded also as
a player, they should always be considered a player in any uncertain situations regarding
offences from their substitution zone.

306 Referees

1) A match shall be led and controlled by one or two equally autherized authorised
referees.

The referees shall have the right to stop a match if there is an obvious risk that it ean-rnet
cannot be continued according to the rules.

307 Secretariat

1) A secretariat shall be in place.

The secretariat shall be neutral and responsible for the match record, time keeping and
possible speaker tasks.

4 EQUIPMENT

401 The players’ clothing

1) All field players shall wear uniforms consisting of jerseys, shorts and socks.

All field players in a team shall wear the exact same uniform. A team’s uniform may have
any colour combination, but the jerseys must not be grey. If the referees consider that the
teams ean-net cannot be distinguished by their uniforms, the visiting team is obliged to
change. The socks shall be mutually uniform and, if decided by the administrating authority,
distinguishable between the teams.

2) All goalkeepers shall be dressed in jerseys and long trousers.

3) All jerseys shall be numbered.

A team’s jerseys shall be numbered with different whole numbers in clearly visible Arabic
figures on the back and on the chest. The back figures shall be at least 200 mm high and
the chest figures at least 70 mm high. The jerseys may carry any number between 1 and 99
inclusive, but 1 is not allowed for field players. If an incorrectly numbered player participates
in the match, the match record shall be corrected, and the offence shall be reported to the
administrating authority. If a player is forced to change jersey during the match, the new



number shall be noted in the match record.

4) All players shall wear shoes.
The shoes shall be of an indoor sports model. Socks outside the shoes are not allowed. If a
player loses one or both shoes during play, they may continue playing until the next

402 The referees’ clothing
1) The referees shall wear jerseys, black shorts and black knee socks.
The referees shall wear the same colour combination on their uniform.

403 Particular goalkeeper’s equipment
1) The goalkeeper is not allowed to use a stick.

2) The goalkeeper shall wear a face mask, which is in accordance with the IFF
Material Regulations and marked accordingly.

This only includes on the rink during play. All tampering with the face mask, except painting,
IS prohibited.

3) The goalkeeper may use any kind of protective equipment, but this shall not
include parts intended to cover the goal.

Helmet and thin gloves are allowed. All forms of adhesives or friction checking substances
are prohibited. No objects must be kept on or in the goal cage. The goalkeeper may not use
any kind of protective equipment which covers more than the body of the goalkeeper, for
example shoulder pads.

404 Particular team captain’s equipment

1) The team captain shall wear an armband.

The armband shall be worn on the upper arm and be clearly visible. Tape is not allowed as
an armband.

405 Personal and protective equipment

1) A player shall not wear personal equipment which may cause injury.
Personal equipment includes protective and medical equipment, protective goggles,
watches, earrings, etc. The referees decide what shall be considered dangerous. All
protective equipment shall, if possible, be worn underneath the clothing.

Unless otherwise defined by National Association uniform regulations, visible parts of
undershirts, undershorts, tights and compression wear shall be of the same colour as the
main colour of the match uniform shirt or the shorts. For leg wear black is also allowed. With
the exception of elastic headbands without knots, no head gear may be worn. All forms of
long tights are prohibited for field players. Exceptions shall be allowed only by the
administrating authority upon written request.

2) If a player is wearing protective goggles, these shall be in accordance with the IFF
Material Regulations and marked accordingly.

All tampering with the goggles is prohibited. If a player loses the goggles during play, they
may continue playing until the next interruption.



406 Stick

1) The stick shall be approved by the IFF and marked accordingly.

All tampering with the shaft, except shortening, is prohibited. The shaft may be strapped
above the grip mark, but no official marks may be covered.

2) The blade shall not be sharp, and its hook shall not exceed 30 mm.

All tampering with the blade, except bending, is prohibited. The hook shall be measured as
the distance between the highest point of the blade’s inner side and an even surface on
which the stick is lying. Changing the blade is allowed if the blade is approved with the shaft
and being of the same brand, but the new blade shall not be weakened. Taping the joint
between the blade and the shaft is allowed, but no more than 10 mm of the visible part of
the blade shall be covered.

407 The referees’ equipment

1) The referees shall be equipped with plastic medium sized whistles, measuring
equipment and red cards.

Exemption for other types of whistles may be given by the administrating authority.

408 The secretariat’s equipment
1) The secretariat shall have all the equipment necessary for their responsibilities.

409 Control of equipment

1) The referees shall decide about controlling and measuring all equipment.
Inspection shall take place before and during the match. Incorrect equipment, including
defective sticks, measuring the stick’s hook excluded, discovered before or during the
match shall be corrected by the player concerned, who after this may start/continue the
match. Offences concerning players’ uniforms shall not lead to more than one penalty per
team per per match, however, all incorrect equipment shall be reported.

No other players than the team captains and the player with the equipment being controlled
may be at the secretariat during the control of equipment. After control of equipment, play
shall be resumed according to what caused the interruption.

2) Measuring of a hook, control of approval mark on a stick or face mask grill and
control of a shaft/blade combination may be requested by the team captain.

The team captain also has the right to point out to the referees other incorrectness in the
opponents’ equipment, but in this case the referees decide whether or not to take action.
Measuring and control of shaft/blade combination and control of approval mark on a stick or
face mask grill may be requested at any time but shall not be carried out until play is
interrupted. If control is requested during an interruption, it shall be carried out immediately,
including in connection with goals and penalty shots, unless, in the referees’ opinion, it
negatively affects the situation for the opposing team. In this case the control shall be
carried out at the next interruption.

The referees are obliged to check a hook or shaft/blade and control of approval mark on a
stick or face mask grill at the team captain’s request, but only one control per team per



interruption shall be allowed. No other players than the team captains and the player with
the equipment being controlled may be at the secretariat during the control of equipment.

After control of equipment, play shall be resumed according to what caused the interruption.

5 FIXED SITUATIONS

501 General regulations for fixed situations

1) When play has been interrupted, it shall be resumed with a fixed situation,
according to what caused the interruption.

Fixed situations are face-offs, hit-ins, throw-ins, free-hits and penalty shots.

2) The referees shall use one signal, show prescribed signs and mark the place for
the fixed situation. The ball may be played after the signal if it is not moving and is in
the right position.

The referees shall first show the consequence sign and then a possible offence sign. The
offence sign shall only be used if considered necessary, however always in connection with
penalties and penalty shots.

If, in the referees’ opinion, play is not affected, the ball does not have to be entirely still or in
exactly the right place at a hit-ir-era free-hit.

3) A fixed situation shall not be unreasonably delayed.
The referees decide what shall be considered unreasonable delay. If a fixed situation is
delayed, the referees shall if possible, notify the player before any action is taken.

502 Face-off (802)

1) At the start of a new period and to confirm a correctly scored goal, a face-off shall
be taken at the centre spot.

A goal scored during-extra-time—or from a penalty shot deciding the match, or after the end
of a period, shall not be confirmed with a face-off. When a face-off is taken at the centre
spot, each team shall be on their own side of the centre line.

2) When play is interrupted and neither team can be awarded a hit-in, a free-hit or a
penalty shot, play shall be resumed with a face-off.

3) A face-off shall be taken at the nrearestface-off-dot,according-to-where-theball
was-at-the-interruption centre spot.

4) All players, except those taking the face-off, shall immediately, without summons
from the referees, take a position at least 3 2 m from the ball, sticks included.

Before a face-off, it is the referees’ responsibility to check that the teams are ready and that
all players have taken position.

5) The ball shall be played with the stick and shall be taken by one field player from
each team. The players shall be facing the opposing team’s short side and must not
have physical contact before the face-off. The feet shall be placed perpendicular to
the centre line. Each player shall have both feet at the same distance from the centre
line. The sticks shall be held with a normal grip and with both hands above the grip



mark. The blades shall be placed perpendicular to the centre line on either side of the
ball, but without touching it.

Normal grip implies the way the player holds the stick during play. Fhe-defending-team's
player-chooses-on-which-side-of the-ball-to-place-the-stick. Hthe face-offis-onthe-centre
line; The visiting team’s player chooses on which side of the ball to place the stick. The ball
shall be at the centre of the blades. In case of a dispute in connection with a substitution
before a face-off is taken, the away team is obliged to carry out their substitution first.

6) A face-off may go directly into the goal.

503 Events leading to a face-off
1) When the ball is damaged unintentionally.

2) When the ball is not correctly playable.
The referees shall, before interrupting play, give the players a reasonable opportunity to
play the ball.

3) When parts of the board have been separated and the ball comes near the place in
guestion.

4) When the goal cage is moved unintentionally and cannot be put back within a
reasonable time.

It is the goalkeeper’s responsibility to put the goal cage back as soon as this is considered
possible.

5) When a serious injury occurs, or an injured player directly affects play.
The referees decide what shall be considered a serious injury, but as soon as this is
suspected, play shall be interrupted immediately.

6) When an unnatural situation occurs during play.

The referees decide what shall be considered an unnatural situation, but this always
includes, amongst others, unauthorised persons or objects on the rink, the lights going out
either completely or partly, and the final signal being sounded by mistake, when a broken
stick causes a dangerous situation or directly affects the play, or when a referee is hit by
the ball and this has a significant effect on the play.

7) When a goal is disallowed despite the fact that no offence leading to a free-hit has
been committed.
This includes when the ball goes into the goal without passing the goal line from the front.

8) When a penalty shot does not result in a goal.
This includes when a penalty shot is incorrectly performed.

9) When the referees are unable to decide the direction of a k- throw-in or a free-
hit.
This includes when players from both teams commit offences simultaneously.
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10) When the referees consider their decision to be incorrect.

11) When the non-offending team during a delayed penalty, in the referees’ opinion,
is trying to waste time.

The team should, if possible, be made aware of this before any actions are taken.

504 Hit-ir Throw-in (803)

1) When the ball leaves the rink a hit-#a throw-in shall be awarded to the non-
offending team.

The offending team is considered to be the team whose player, or player’s equipment, last
touched the ball before it left the rink. This also includes when a player, to remove the ball
from the goal cage, hits the net without touching the ball.

The ball leaving the rink shall remain outside the rink.

3) The opponents shall immediately, without summons from the referees, take a
position at least 3 2 m from the-baHl where the goalkeeper gains control of the ball,
sticks included.

The playertaking-the-hit-in goalkeeper does not have to wait for the opponents to take
position, but if the ball is played while the opponents are trying to take position in a correct
way, no action shall be taken.

4) The ball shall be played-with-the stick—t-shall-be-hit;not dragged;
theked-orlifted-on-the-stick thrown by the goalkeeper.

The goalkeeper takes one ball from the ball bag in their goal cage and is free to move with
the goalkeepers area until the ball is played.

5) The player taking-the-hit-in goalkeeper shall not touch the ball again before
it has touched another player or another player’s equipment.

6) A hit-ir throw-in may go directly into the goal.
505 Events leading to a hit-ia throw-in
1) When the ball passes the board or hits the ceiling or any other object above the

rink.

506 Free-hit (804)



1) When an offence leading to a free-hit is committed, a free-hit shall be awarded to
the non-offending team.
With offences leading to a free-hit, the advantage rule shall be applied whenever possible.

The advantage rule implies that if the non-offending team still controls the ball after an
offence, they shall have the opportunity to go on playing if this gives them a greater
advantage than a free-hit. If advantage is being played, and the game is interrupted
because the non-offending team loses control of the ball, the resulting free-hit shall be
placed where-thelast-effence-oeceurred-on the nearest free-hit dot where the offence was
committed.

from the nearest free-hit dot where the offence was committed.

If, in the referees’ opinion, play is not affected, the ball does not have to be entirely still or in
exactly the right place.
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The attacking team is not obliged to wait for the defending team to form the defence line
and has the right to place their players in front of the defence line.

3) The opponents shall immediately, without summons from the referees, take a
position at least 3 2 m from the ball, sticks included.

The player taking the free-hit does not have to wait for the opponents to take position, but if
the ball is played while the opponents are trying to take position in a correct way, no action
shall be taken.

4) The ball shall be played with the stick. It shall be hit, not dragged, flicked or lifted
on the stick.

5) The player taking the free-hit shall not touch the ball again before it has touched
another player or another player’s equipment.

6) A free-hit may go directly into the goal.

507 Offences leading to a free-hit




1) When a player hits, blocks, lifts, kicks an opponent’s stick or hits the opponent’s
body with the possibility of reaching the ball. (901, 902, 903, 912)

If the referees consider the player to have played the ball in an otherwise correct way
before hitting the opponent’s stick or the opponent’s body, no action shall be taken.

2) When a player holds an opponent or opponent’s stick. (910)

3) When afield player raises the blade of the stick above waist level in the back
swing before hitting the ball, or in the forward swing after hitting the ball. (904)

This includes mock shots. A high swing is allowed if no other players are in the vicinity, and
there is no risk of being hit. Waist level is considered the level of the waist when standing
upright.

4) When a field player uses any part of the stick, foot or lower leg, to play or try to
play the ball above knee level. (904, 913)

Stopping the ball with a thigh is not considered to be playing the ball above knee level.
Knee level is considered the level of the knees when standing upright.

5) When a field player places their stick, foot or leg between an opponent’s legs or
feet. (905)

6) When a player, in control of the ball, or trying to reach it, forces or pushes an
opponent in any way other than shoulder to shoulder. (907)

7) When a player, in control of the ball, trying to reach it, or trying to get a better
position, moves backwards into an opponent, or prevents an opponent from moving
in the direction intended. (908, 911)
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8) When afield player is in the goalkeeper area or in the area where the goal cage
normally stands. (914)

A field player is allowed to pass through the goalkeeper area if, in the referees’ opinion,
play is not affected, and the goalkeeper’s actions are not hindered.

A field player is considered to be in the goalkeeper area if any part of the body touches the
floor inside the goalkeeper area. A field player with only the stick in the goalkeeper area is
not considered to be in the goalkeeper area. The lines belong to the goalkeeper area.
9) When a field player intentionally moves the opposing team’s goal cage. (914)

10) When a field player passively obstructs the goalkeeper’s threw-eut throw-in. (915)




This shall be considered an offence only if the field player is inside-the-goal-erease-or closer
to the goalkeeper than 3 2 m, measured from where the goalkeeper gains control of the
ball. Passively implies unintentionally or through omission to move.

11) When afield player jumps up and stops the ball. (916)

Jumping is considered to be when both feet entirely leave the floor. Running is not
considered as jumping. A player is allowed to jump over the ball as well as play, touch and
stop the ball below knee level. Knee level is considered the level of the knees when
standing upright.

12) When a field player plays the ball from outside the rink. (no offence sign)
Outside implies having one or both feet outside the rink. If a player plays the ball from
outside the rink during substitution, this shall be considered too many players on the rink.

If a player, not in the process of changing, plays the ball from the substitution zone, this
shall be considered sabotage of play.

It is allowed to run outside the rink, but the ball shall not be played from there.

13) When a goalkeeper in control of the ball entirely leaves the goal-crease

goalkeeper area durirg-athrow-out. (917)

In-this-case-the-goalkeeperis-not-considered-afield-player. The goalkeeper is considered to
have entirely left the gealerease goalkeeper area when no part of the body touches the

floor in theirgoalecrease the goalkeeper area. As soon as the goalkeeper has entirely left
the goalkeeper area he IS conS|dered a field player without a stick. Ihls—ltule—shau—alse—aaply

The threw-out throw-in is completed when the goalkeeper lets go off the ball, and if they
leave the goal-erease goalkeeper area after this, no action shall be taken. The lines belong

to the gealcrease goalkeeper area.

14) When a goalkeeper throws or kicks the ball over the centre line. (917)

This shall be considered an offence only if the ball does not touch the floor, the board,
another player or another player's equipment before it passes the centre line. The entire
ball has to pass the centre line.

15) When a face-off, hit-ta throw-in or a free-hit is incorrectly performed or
intentionally delayed. (918)

This includes when the non-offending team takes the ball away when the play is
interrupted, the ball is dragged, flicked, or lifted on the stick and when any player delays a
face-off.

If a-hit-in-or a free-hit is taken from the wrong place or when the ball is not entirely still, it
may be taken again. If, in the referees’ opinion, play is not affected, the ball does not have
to be entirely still or in exactly the right place.



16) When a goalkeeper has the ball under control for more than 3 seconds. (924)
If the goalkeeper puts the ball down and picks it up again this shall be considered
controlling the ball all the time.

17) When a goalkeeper receives a pass, or takes the ball, from a field player in the
same team. (924)

This shall be considered an offence only if the ball, in the referees’ opinion, is played
intentionally. Receiving implies that the goal- keeper touches the ball with either the hands
or arms, also even after the goalkeeper has possibly touched or stopped the ball with any
other part of the body. A goalkeeper may receive a pass from a player in the same team if
the goalkeeper is completely outside the geal-crease goalkeeper area when receiving the
pass and is thereby considered a field player. If the goalkeeper leaves the goal-crease
goalkeeper area entirely, stops the ball, returns to the geal-crease goalkeeper area and
picks the ball up this shall not be considered a pass to the goalkeeper.

A pass to the goalkeeper is not considered a goal situation and ean-ret cannot result in a
penalty shot.

19 18) When a player is guilty of passive play. (924)

This includes when a field player, in order to waste time, places themself against the rink or
goal cage in such a manner that the opponent is unable to reach the ball in a correct way.
This also includes when the goalkeeper blocks the ball through the goal net. The player
should, if possible, be made aware of this before any actions are taken.

206 19) When a team is playing in a systematically passive way. (924)
This includes when a team, in order to waste time, continuously or repeatedly plays behind
their own imaginary extended goal line.

The team should, if possible, be made aware of this before any actions are taken.
2% 20) When afield player plays the ball with the head. (921)

22) When a delayed penalty is carried out because the offending team plays or takes
control of the ball.

The free-hit shall be taken at the nearest face-off free-hit dot, according to where the ball
was at the interruption.

508 Penalty shot (806)
1) When an offence leading to a penalty shot is committed, a penalty shot shall be
awarded to the non-offending team.



2) The penalty shot shall be started-with-the-stick-and taken from the eentre-spot
penalty shot dot.
The penalty shot starts from the referee’s whistle and ends with the next referee whistle.

3) All players except the player taking the penalty shot and the defending goalkeeper
shall be in their substitution zone during the entire penalty shot. The goalkeeper
shall be ir on the goatkeeperarea goal line when the penalty shot starts is taken.

In case of a dispute the goalkeeper shall enter the rink first. The goalkeeper must not be
replaced by a field player. If the goalkeeper commits an offence during the penalty shot, a
new penalty shot shall be awarded, and any prescribed penalty carried out.

If another player or member of the team staff in the offending team commits an offence
during the penalty shot, a new penalty shot shall be awarded.

If a player, except from the player taking the penalty shot, or member of the team staff in
the non-offending team commits an offence during the penalty shot the penalty shot is
considered incorrectly performed.

4) The player taklng the penalty shot may play the ball an-wntmited-numberof-times

If the ball hits the front face of the goal and without passing the imaginary extended goal
line passes the goal line from the front, the goal shall be allowed. If the ball crosses the
imaginary extended goal line, the penalty shot is over. Game time shall be stopped during
the entire penalty shot.

5) A player who has incurred a major bench penalty shall be on the penalty bench
during the penalty shot.

If a player incurs a match penalty the team captain shall choose a field player, who is not
already penalised, to serve the bench penalty.

509 Delayed penalty shot (807)

1) A delayed penalty shot shall be applied when the non-offending team still controls
the ball after an offence leading to a penalty shot, and the goal situation is still in
progress.

A delayed penalty shot may be caused by an offence leading to a penalty even if a delayed
penalty is already in progress.

During a delayed penalty shot each offence committed by the offending team and leading to
a free-hit shall be penalised as repeated offences. Offences leading to penalties shall be
penalized according to the offence. All penalties shall be served by the players having



committed these.

2) A delayed penalty shot implies that the non-offending team is given the possibility
to continue the attack until the immediate goal situation is over.
A delayed penalty shot shall still be carried out after the end of a period or a match.

If the non-offending team scores correctly during a delayed penalty shot, the goal shall be
allowed, and the penalty shot cancelled.

510 Offences leading to a penalty shot

1) When a goal situation is interrupted, or prevented from occurring, because the
defending team has committed an offence leading to a free-hit or a penalty.
(prescribed offence sign)

The referees decide what shall be considered a goal situation. Offences in the goal crease
shall not automatically lead to a penalty shot.

A penalty shot shall always be awarded when the defending team, during a goal situation,
intentionally moves the goal cage or intentionally plays with too many players on the rink.

6 PENALTIES

601 General regulations for penalties

1) When an offence leading to a penalty is committed, the offender shall be
penalised.

If the referees are unable to point out the offender, or if the offence is committed by a
member of the team staff, the team captain shall choose a field player, who is not already
penalised, to serve the penalty. If the team captain refuses to do this, or is penalised, the
referees shall choose the player.

All penalties carried out shall be noted in the match record with the time, number of the
player, type of penalty and cause of penalty. If the penalty is caused by an offence
committed during an interruption, play shall be resumed according to what caused the
interruption.

A penalised team captain loses the right to speak to the referees unless addressed by
them.

2) A penalised player shall be on the penalty bench during the entire penalty.
A player penalised during penalty shots after extra regular game time shall not be placed on
the penalty bench.

A penalty, which has not expired at the end of regular game time, shall continue during



extra time. After the-extra-regular game time all penalties except match penalties are
considered to be terminated.

in a time out. A player, whose penalty expires, shall immediately leave the penalty bench,
unless the number of penalties for the own team makes this impossible or the penalty
expiring is a personal penalty. A goalkeeper, whose penalty expires, shall not leave the
penalty bench until the next interruption.

A penalised player who is injured may be replaced on the penalty bench by a field player
who is not already penalised. Both players shall be noted in the match record with the
number of the player actually serving the penalty in brackets. If the injured player enters the
rink before the penalty expires, a match penalty will be imposed.

If the secretariat is responsible for a player being admitted to the rink too soon and the
mistake is noticed during regular penalty time, the player shall resume their position on the
penalty bench. There shall not be any additional penalty time and the player shall return to
the rink when the regular penalty time expires.

If a goalkeeper serves penalties and a reserve goalkeeper is not available, the team has a
maximum of 3 minutes to properly equip a field player, but none of this time shall be used
for warming up. The new goalkeeper shall be marked in the match record, and the time

of the change shall be noted.

When the penalty expires, the goalkeeper must not enter the rink until play is interrupted.
Due to this the team captain shall choose a field player, who is not already penalised, to
accompany the goalkeeper on the penalty bench in order to enter the rink when the bench
penalty expires. Only the penalised player shall be noted in the match record. The referees
shall together with the secretariat help a goalkeeper, whose penalty has expired during
play, to leave the penalty bench as soon as play is interrupted.

4) Penalty time shall be synchronised to game time.

602 Delayed penalty (807)



1) All penalties may be delayed. A delayed penalty shall be applied when the non-
offending team still controls the ball after an offence leading to a penalty. Only one
penalty at atime can be delayed except when a goal situation is in progress.

A delayed penalty shall still be carried out after the end of a period or a match. If the
delayed penalty is carried out because the offending team gains and controls the ball, play
shall be resumed with a free-hit.

The non-offending team shall use a delayed penalty for constructive attacking play. If the
referees consider the team only to be trying to waste time, the players shall be notified. If
the team still does not try to attack, play shall be interrupted, and the delayed penalty

carried out and-play-resumed-with-aface-off.

If the non-offending team scores in a correct way during a delayed penalty, the goal shall
be allowed, and the delayed minor bench penalty last imposed on the team shall not be
carried out. No other penalties shall be affected.

2) A delayed penalty implies that the non-offending team is given the possibility to
continue the attack until the offending team plays the ball, takes control of it or play
is interrupted.

If the offending team scores during a delayed penalty, the goal shall be disallowed, and
play resumed with a face-off. If the non- offending team scores an own goal, the goal shall
be allowed.

603 Bench penalty
1) The duration of a bench penalty is 2 minutes.

2) A bench penalty shall affect the team, and due to this the penalised player shall
not be replaced on the rink during the penalty.

3) No more than one bench penalty per player and twe one bench penalties penalty
per team shall be measured simultaneously.

All bench penalties shall be measured in the order they are imposed. A player, whose
penalty ean-ret cannot be measured, shall be on the penalty bench from the moment the
penalty is carried out.

If more than one penalty is imposed simultaneously on a team, the referees decide which of
the new penalties shall be measured first. Shorter bench penalties shall, in this case,
always be measured before longer.

4) A team, which has more than twe one players with carried out bench penalties,
shall still have the right to play with feur three players on the rink.

The team shall play with feur three players on the rink until they have enly-ene no bench
penalty being measured. A player, whose bench penalty expires before this, shall remain



on the penalty bench until play is interrupted or, if this occurs sooner, further bench
penalties expire so that the team has only one bench penalty being measured.

All penalised players in a team shall leave the penalty bench in the same order as their
bench penalties expire, but the rules concerning the number of players allowed on the rink
shall be noticed all the time.

The referees, together with the secretariat, shall help a player, whose penalty has expired
during play, to leave the penalty bench as soon as play is interrupted.

5) If a player, who has incurred a bench penalty, commits further offences leading to
a penalty, all their penalties shall be served consecutively.

This is regardless of whether the first penalty has started or. not. If a bench penalty has
already started and the same player incurs another penalty, the measuring of the first
penalty shall not be affected but go on from where it was when the new

penalty was carried out.

Consecutively implies that as soon as the player’s first bench penalty expires or terminates,
the next one shall start being measured, unless the team has other bench penalties, not yet
being measured, which have been imposed in between the first player's bench penalties.

An unlimited number of bench penalties can be imposed on the same player. If a player has
incurred a personal penalty, all these bench penalties have to expire or terminate before the
personal penalty may start to be measured.

If a player is serving a personal penalty, then incurs a bench penalty, the measuring of the
remaining personal penalty shall, as soon as the bench penalty can be measured, be
postponed until the bench penalty expires or terminates. The team captain shall choose a
field player, who is not already penalised, to accompany the player on the penalty bench in
order to enter the rink when the bench penalty expires. If a penalised player commits an
offence leading to a match penalty, the rules concerning match penalties shall also be
applied.

6) If the opposing team scores during a bench penalty that is being measured, the
penalty shall terminate, unless the opposing team is outnumbered on the rink or the
teams play with equal strength.

The penalty will not terminate if the goal is scored either during a delayed penalty or a
delayed penalty shot or from a penalty shot.

7) If ateam has more than one bench penalty, these shall terminate in the same order
they have been carried out.

8) The offence leading to a penalty shot shall not result in a bench penalty unless the
offence is a major bench penalty or a match penalty.

All other offences committed shall be penalised according to the offence and no other
penalties shall be affected.



604 Mlnor bench penalty (808)
1) A M a¥a v
eemm%ng—the—e#enee— When an offence Ieadlng to a minor bench penalty is
committed, a penalty shot shall be awarded to the non-offending team. The penalty
shot replaces the bench penalty.

605 Offences leading to a minor bench penalty

1) When a player, hits, blocks, lifts, kicks an opponent’s stick or hits the opponent’s
body to gain a considerable advantage, or with no possibility of reaching the ball.
(901, 902, 903, 912)

2) When a player holds an opponent or opponent’s stick to gain a considerable
advantage, or with no possibility of reaching the ball. (910)

3) When afield player plays the ball above waist level with any part of their stick, foot
or lower leg. (904, 913)
Waist level is considered the level of the player’s waist when standing upright.

4) When a player is guilty of careless play with the stick. (904) (909)
This includes uncontrolled forward or backward swing of the stick and raising the stick
above an opponent’s head if this is considered dangerous or disturbing for the opponent.

5) When a player forces or pushes an opponent against the board or the goal cage.
(907)

6) When a player is guilty of careless physical play. (909)
This includes when a player tackles, trips or obstructs an opponent in a careless manner.

7) When a team captain requests measuring of a hook, control of the shaft/blade
combination or the face mask grill and the controlled equipment is correct. (no
offence sign) The team captain will serve the penalty.

8) When a field player participates in play without a stick. (no offence sign)
This includes when a player who dropped their stick on the rink substitutes without picking it

up.
This does not include a goalkeeper, temporarily considered a field player.

9) When a field player in the rink fetches a stick from a place other than the team’s
own substitution zone. (no offence sign)

10) When a player intentionally moves to obstruct an opponent, who is not in control
of the ball. (911)

If a player who is trying to move into a better position backs into an opponent or prevents
an opponent from moving in the direction intended, only a free-hit shall be awarded.

11) When a field player actively obstructs the goalkeeper’s threw-eut throw-in. (915)



This shall be considered an offence only if the field player is inside-the-goal-erease-or closer
to the goalkeeper than 3 2 m, measured from where the goalkeeper gains control of the
ball. Actively implies following the goalkeeper sideways or trying to reach the ball with the
stick.

12) When a player violates the 3 2 m rule at a hit-ir-ora free-hit. (915)

If the hit-ir-or-the free-hit is performed while the opponents are trying to take position in a
correct way, no action shall be taken. If a team forms a defence line which is not at a proper
distance, only one player shall be penalised.

13) When a field player, to gain a considerable advantage, lies or sits down and stops
or plays the ball, or in another way affects the situation. (919)

This also includes stopping or playing the ball with both knees or one hand on the floor,
stick holding hand excluded.

14) When a field player stops or plays the ball with their hand or arm. (920)

15) When an incorrect substitution takes place. (922)

The player leaving the rink has to be passing over the board before a new player may enter
the rink. If the case is close, action shall only be taken if play is affected. It is also incorrect
substitution when a player changes outside the team’s own substitution zone when play

is interrupted. The player entering the rink is the one to be penalised.

This also includes when the goalkeeper is replaced with a field player, except during a
delayed penalty.

16) When a team plays with too many players on the rink. (922)
Only one player shall be penalised.

17) When a penalised player:

- Without entering the rink, leaves the penalty bench before their penalty expires or
terminates.

- Refuses to leave the penalty bench when their penalty expires.

- Enters the rink during an interruption in the game, before their penalty expires or
terminates. (925)

The secretariat shall notify the referees of this as soon as possible. A player, whose penalty
expires, shall not leave the penalty bench if the number of penalties for their own team
makes this impossible or the penalty expiring is a personal penalty. A goalkeeper, whose
penalty expires, shall not leave the penalty bench until the next interruption.

If a penalised player enters the rink during play, this is considered sabotage of the game.

18) When a team systematically disrupts play by committing repeated offences
leading to a free-hit. (923)
This also includes when a team commits a number of minor offences during a short time.

Fhe-player-committing the-last offence-shall serve-the penalty- During a delayed penalty

shot each offence committed by the offending team and leading to a free-hit shall be



penalised as repeated offences. Offences leading to penalties shall be penalised according
to the offence. All penalties shall be served by the players having committed these.

19) When a player or a member of the team staff intentionally delays play. (924)

This includes when a player or a member of the team staff of the offending team is striking
or taking the ball away when play is interrupted, intentionally blocking the ball against the
board or a goal or intentionally damaging the ball or a player of the defending team
intentionally moves the goal cage.

20) When a team intentionally delays play. (924)
If the referees consider a team close to being penalised for delaying play, the team captain

shall, if possible, be notified before any action is taken. Fhe-team-captain-shallchoosea
field-player—who-is-hotalready penalisedto-serve-thepenalty- This also applies when a

team is late after intermission. At the end of the intermission the teams shall have at least
feur two field players and a properly equipped goalkeeper players ready for the game to be
resumed and any penalised players shall be on the penalty bench.

21) When a player or a member of the team staff protests against the referees’
decisions, or when coaching is performed in a disturbing or otherwise incorrect way.
(925)

This includes when the team captain constantly and without reason questions the referees’
decisions. Protesting against the referees’ decisions and coaching in a disturbing way is
considered spontaneous and a minor offence compared to unsportsmanlike behaviour.

This also applies if a member of the team staff enters the rink without the referees’
permission. The referee shall, if possible, notify the team staff before any action is taken.

22) When a goalkeeper, despite summons from the referees, omits to put the goal
cage back into position. (925)

It is the goalkeeper’s responsibility to put the goal cage back as soon as this is considered
possible.

23) When a player, despite summons from the referees, omits to correct their
personal equipment. (no offence sign)

This includes when the administrating authority has decided that protective goggles are
mandatory and a player despite summons from the referees omits to wear them correctly.
This also includes when a player omits to pick up lost personal equipment at the next
interruption.

24) When a player, despite summons from the referee, omits to pick up their broken
stick from the rink.

The player who broke their stick is responsible for picking it up at the next interruption.
However, anyone taking part in the game is allowed to remove it from the rink in a safe and
controlled manner even during play.

25) When a player uses incorrect clothing (no offence sign)
Offences concerning clothing shall not lead to more than one penalty per team per match.
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Missing chest figures however shall only be reported to the administrating authority. The
referee shall, if possible, notify the player before any action is taken.

26) When a goalkeeper participates in play improperly equipped. (no offence sign)
If the goalkeeper unintentionally loses their face mask play shall be interrupted and
resumed with a face-off.

606 Major bench penalty (808)

theﬂelayer—eencmm-ng—theeﬁenee When an offence Ieadlng to a major bench penalty

is committed, a penalty shot shall be awarded to the non-offending team and the
player committing the offence shall serve a bench penalty.

If a major bench penalty is imposed in connection with a penalty shot or a delayed penalty
shot, the rules concerning penalties in connection with a penalty shot shall also be applied.

607 Offences leading to a major bench penalty
1) When a field player is guilty of reckless play with the stick. (901)

2) When a field player uses their stick to hook an opponent’s body. (906)

3) When a player throws their stick or other equipment on the rink to hit or try to hit
the ball. (909)

4) When a player is guilty of reckless physical play. (909)
This includes when a player tackles, throws or trips an opponent against the board or the
goal cage, or otherwise attacks an opponent recklessly.

608 Personal penalty

1) A personal penalty can only be imposed in connection with a bench penalty and
shall not be measured until the bench penalty expires or terminates. An unlimited
number of personal penalties may be measured simultaneously.

The team captain shall choose a field player, who is not already penalised, to serve the
bench penalty and possible other bench penalties concerning the player or member of the
team staff incurring the personal penalty. Only the penalised player or penalised team staff
shall be noted in the match record.

If a player, already serving a personal penalty, incurs a bench penalty, the measuring of the
remaining personal penalty shall, as soon as the bench penalty can be measured, be
postponed until the bench penalty expires or terminates.

2) A personal penalty shall only affect the player, and due to this they may be
replaced on the rink during the penalty.

When the personal penalty expires, the player shall not enter the rink until play is
interrupted. The referees shall, together with the secretariat, help a player, whose personal
penalty has expired during play, to leave the penalty bench as soon as play is interrupted. A
member of the team staff incurring a personal penalty shall be sent to the spectators’ stand
for the rest of the match, and the team captain shall choose a field player, who is not



already penalised, to serve the bench penalty.

3) A player or a member of the team staff incurring a technical match penalty or a
match penalty shall immediately go to the dressing room and must not take any
further part in the match.

The organiser is responsible for ensuring that the offender goes to the dressing room and
does not return to the spectators’ stand or the rink during the remaining time of the match,
possible extra time and penalty shots included. All match penalties shall be noted in the
match record and a match penalty shall also be reported.

Possible personal penalties concerning a player incurring a technical match penalty or
match penalty shall terminate. If a player having received a technical match penalty or
match penalty makes a further offence leading to a match penalty, the offence leading to a
more severe penalty will be noted in the match record.

A player or member of the team staff shall incur only one technical match penalty or match
penalty per match with exception from a technical match penalty when not noted in the
match record. Subsequent offences leading to a technical match penalty or match penalty
shall be reported, but no further bench penalty shall be imposed with exception from a
technical match penalty incurred for a player or member of team staff not noted in the
match record.

Offences committed before or after the match, which normally lead to a technical match
penalty or match penalty, shall be reported, but no bench penalty shall be imposed. With
the exception of incorrect equipment (which shall be corrected by the player concerned,
who may then start the match), offences leading to a technical match penalty or match
penalty committed before the match shall also lead to the offender’s non-participation in the
match, possible extra time and penalty shots included.

609 10-minute personal penalty (808)

1) A 10-minute personal penalty can only be imposed in connection with a minor
bench penalty.

Rule 604-1 concerning minor bench penalties is to be applied

2) If the opposing team scores during a 10-minute personal penalty, the penalty shall
not terminate.

610 Offences leading to a 10-minute personal penalty

1) When a player or a member of the team staff is guilty of unsportsmanlike
behaviour. (925)

Unsportsmanlike behaviour implies: Behaving in an insulting or unfair way towards
referees, players, team staff, officials, spectators. Intentionally kicking, upsetting or hitting
the board or the goal cage. Intentionally breaking a stick or other equipment. Throwing the
stick or any other equipment, even during an interruption or in the substitution zone.

2) When a player is guilty of simulating with the intention of deceiving the referees.



This includes when a player is exaggerating or embellishing a fall, a hit or any other attack.
Simulating to have been exposed to an offence or feigning an injury. A player committing an
offence could still be penalised even if a player is guilty of simulating in the same situation.

The administrating authority may decide to further punish simulating afterwards regardless
of the action taken by the referees during the game.

611 Technical match penalty (809)

1) A technical match penalty can only be imposed in connection with a major bench
penalty.

Rule 606-1 concerning major bench penalties is to be applied.

2) Technical match penalty shall lead to suspension for the rest of the match and
shall not lead to any further punishment for the player or member of the team staff.

612 Offences leading to a technical match penalty

1) When a field player uses a non-approved stick, a stick consisting of a blade and a
shaft of two different brands or a stick with a hook which is too wide. When a
goalkeeper uses an incorrect face mask. (no offence sign)

A stick without approval mark is always considered to be non-approved.

2) When a player or a member of the team staff, not noted in the match record,
participates in the match. (no offence sign)

613 Match penalty (809)
1) A match penalty can only be imposed in connection with a major bench penalty.
Rule 606-1 concerning major bench penalties is to be applied.

2) Match penalty shall lead to suspension for the rest of the match and from the
following match in the same competition and possible further punishment according
to the conditions and routines set by the administrating authority.

614 Offences leading to a match penalty

1) When a player is guilty of continued or repeated unsportsmanlike behaviour. (925)
The match penalty replaces the second 10-minute personal penalty as well as the minor
bench penalty imposed in connection with it but shall still be followed by a major bench
penalty. Continued implies in the same sequence and repeated for the second time in the
same match.

2) When a player breaks a stick or other equipment in a reckless or violent way. (925)
3) When a player is guilty of violent physical play. (909)
This includes when a player in a violent way tackles, throws or trips an opponent against

the board or the goal cage, or otherwise attacks an opponent violently.

4) When a player or a member of the team staff participates in a scuffle. (909)



A scuffle implies a milder form of a fight, without punches or kicks, where the players
involved respect attempts to separate them.

5) When a player commits an offence leading to a major bench penalty, for the
second time in the same match. (no offence sign)

The match penalty replaces the second major bench penalty but shall still be followed by a
major bench penalty.

6) When a member of the team staff, is guilty of continued unsportsmanlike
behaviour. (925)

The match penalty replaces the second 10-minute personal penalty as well as the minor
bench penalty imposed in connection with it, but shall still be followed by a major bench
penalty

7) When a player, whose equipment is about to be controlled, tries to correct or
exchange the equipment before the control of the equipment. (925)

8) When a player or a member of the team staff commits an offence clearly intending
to sabotage play.

This includes when:

A penalised player intentionally enters the rink during play before their penalty expires or
terminates. If the rink is entered during an interruption in play a minor bench penalty shall
be imposed. If the secretariat is responsible for a player being admitted to the rink too soon,
and the mistake is noticed during regular penalty time, the player shall resume their position
on the penalty bench. There shall not be any additional penalty time and the player shall
return to the rink when their regular penalty time expires. If the mistake is noticed after the
regular penalty time has expired, no action shall be taken.

An injured player, who has been replaced on the penalty bench, participates in play before
their penalty time has expired. If a player, whose penalty has expired, enters the rink
despite the numeric situation it can, depending on its cause, be considered to be ‘playing
with too

many players-.

Offences are committed by either team from the substitution zone or penalty bench during a
penalty shot.

Equipment is thrown from the substitution zone during play.
A player, not in the process of changing, takes part or tries to take part in play from the
substitution zone. This includes also if player or team staff intentionally kicks the board

outside of the rink so that play is affected.

A player participates as a field player after having participated as a goalkeeper in the same
game.

A team intentionally has too many players on the rink.



9) When a field player continues to use a defective stick or uses a strengthened or
lengthened shaft. (no offence sign)

10) When a player or a member of the team staff leaves the substitution bench or the
penalty bench to engage in an altercation.

Engaging implies when a player or a member of the team staff physically or verbally
engages in an altercation with an opponent or approaches the referees during the
altercation.

11) When a player or a member of the team staff is involved in a fight. (909)
A player is considered to be involved in a fight when punching or kicking.

12) When a player or a member of the team staff commits or tries to commit a brutal
offence. (909)
This also includes throwing a stick or other equipment at an opponent.

13) When a player or a member of the team staff is guilty of rude misconduct. (925)
Rude misconduct implies grossly insulting referees, players, team staff, officials or
spectators.

14) When a player or a member of the team staff is guilty of threatening conduct.
Threatening conduct implies a deliberate impact on the physical integrity of a person
without necessarily causing physical injury. This includes verbal threats, spitting at a player,
physically confronting a referee or an official etc.

7 GOALS

701 Allowed goals

1) A goal shall be considered allowed when it has been correctly scored and
confirmed with a face-off at the centre spot.

All allowed goals shall be noted in the match record with the time and the numbers of the
scoring and assisting players. An assisting player is considered a player of the same team
directly involved in the scoring. Only one assist per goal shall be noted. A goal scored
during-extra-time-er-from a penalty shot after a period or a match has ended shall not be
confirmed with a face-off but shall be considered allowed when both referees have pointed
at the centre spot and the goal has been noted in the match record.

2) An allowed goal must not be disallowed after the face-off is made.
If the referees are certain that an allowed goal is incorrect, this shall be reported.

702 Correctly scored goals

1) When the entire ball passes the goal line from the front, having been played in a
correct way with a field player’s stick or thrown by the goalkeeper, and no offence
leading to a free-hit or a penalty has been committed by the attacking team in
connection with, or immediately before, the goal.

This includes:



When the goal cage is out of position and the ball passes the goal line from the front
between the marks for the posts and below the imaginary position of the bar.

When an own goal is scored. A goal is considered an own goal when a player actively with
the stick or body plays or directs a ball clearly moving away from the goal line into the own
goal. If the non-offending team scores an own goal during a delayed penalty, the goal shall
be allowed.

An own goal shall be noted as OG.

2) When the entire ball passes the goal line from the front after a player in the
defending team has directed the ball with their stick or body, or a player in the
attacking team has unintentionally directed the ball with their body, and no offence
leading to a free-hit or a penalty has been committed by the attacking team in
connection with, or immediately before the goal.

If a player has scored with an incorrect stick and the mistake is noticed only after the ball
has passed the goal line, the goal shall be allowed.

3) When a player who is not noted in the match record is involved in the scoring of a
goal.
Involved implies scoring or assisting.

703 Incorrectly scored goals

1) When a player in the attacking team has committed an offence leading to a free-hit
or a penalty in connection with, or immediately before, the goal. (prescribed offence
sign)

This includes when a team scores with too many players or a penalised player on the rink,
and when a player in the attacking team intentionally moves the goal cage out of position.

2) When a player in the attacking team intentionally kicks or directs the ball with any
part of their body, except when the ball was thrown by the goalkeeper, and the ball
goes into the goal even after having touched an opponent, an opponent’s equipment
or a player in the attacking team.

Since this is not considered an offence, play shall be resumed with a face-off.

3) When the ball passes the goal line during, or after, a signal.

4) When the ball goes into the goal cage without passing the goal line from the front.

6 5) When the offending team scores during a delayed penalty.
The penalty shall be carried out and play resumed with a face-off.



8 CONSEQUENCE SIGNS
801 Stoppage of game/Time out
The fingertips held perpendicular to the palm of the hand

802 Face-off
The forearms held horizontally, the palms of the hands downwards

803 Hit-ir Throw-in
The arm held horizontally in the advantage direction, the palm of the hand downwards

804 Free-hit

On International level the stick level is not that much of an
issue, but it seems to be a challenge in some member associations and therefore it's good that also
the stick level related issues will be part of the discussions within the group.

7 § Mr. Saastamoinen reported the rule question “bank” in Moodle system has been updated with 60
new questions and new set of rule tests will be carried out before each and every IFF event for the
referees and for the referee observers.

9 § For the next nomination period 2025-2026 the RC will also discuss about the possibility to limit the
terms of the referees and observers. Experience is naturally a positive feature, but we must also
ensure that we have enough new persons coming into the referee and observer teams. There is, at
the time, on international level, an obvious change of the generation ongoing and that is somewhat
challenging situation, and we are lacking referees form some member associations. The RC will
further discuss about the topic in its meeting.

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Athletes’ Forum (IAF) 2023

1-2 October, Lausanne

Over 400 athlete representatives from the global network of Athletes’ Commissions met in
Lausanne for the first day of the 11th International Athletes’ Forum (lIAF), the largest
in-person gathering of athlete representatives.

The Forum opened with an update on Olympic Agenda 2020+5, the I0OC’s strategic
roadmap, and the various athlete-focused recommendations within it.

IOC Athletes’ Commission (AC) Chair Emma Terho and Vice-Chairs Seung Min Ryu and
Sarah Walker shared the updated IOC AC Strategy, which drives the work of the IOC AC
and builds upon the original strategy published in 2017. The strategy has been updated to
reflect current key topics for athletes and aligns with the athlete-focused recommendations
of Olympic Agenda 2020+5.

Mr George Kohlrieser, a distinguished
Professor from IMD in the field of leadership,
organisational behaviour and communication,
gave a keynote speech discussing his
experience as a hostage negotiator, and
sharing his expertise on what he has learned
throughout his career.

Following the keynote speech, attendees
took part in dedicated breakout sessions.
Athlete representatives discussed how their
ACs can become more effective, sharing
personal experiences and advice. Using
George’s keynote speech as an inspiration,
participants reflected on how they can
improve communication with their athletes
and the various stakeholders in their
organisations.

: The afternoon of the first day of the
~ International Athletes’ Forum (IAF) 2023 saw
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Jessica Fox and her fellow IOC Athletes’ Commission (AC) members share how the I0C
invests its revenue back into the Olympic Movement, including touching on the key
programmes that benefit you, before a panel of Olympians discussed how they give back to
the communities and causes they care about.

Sales Overview

In general, the market situation is affected from high interest rates and low consumer confidence
which reflect to investment decisions. This aside, IFF can open conversations and submit offers
creating opportunities for successful cases. Overall, it is also encouraging that the cooperation in
sales with national federations has progressed.

Sales Status

The sales agency Red Carpet Brand Alliance (RCBA) has started their sales to selected leads
during October. The sales team has a new person with long experience working with federations
and sponsoring. Our joint offers with the Swedish Federation to their partners which were made
for WFC 2023 have not proven successful (the broadcast times are proving to be a bit
problematic for positive decision-making) however the strong cooperation continues, and we will
meet with a potential partner at the WFC 2023 in Singapore (we have also met with Europcar in
Finland). Based on the cooperation with the Finnish Federation there are still some offers out
pending for reply (Nokia and Raute). We will continue building on this new model where we can
meet sponsor needs on a national level (for example supporting junior development) and providing
international visibility (international events).

The IFF has been pushing for last moment deals for WFC 2023 but unfortunately none have been
successful thus far but will continue until the last minute. The IFF is continuously in contact with
companies that have been sponsors from past events (still for example Dachser and Fishermans
Friend) and pushing for new ones. We do have some good indications for upcoming events for
example to Nordic Minds who turned down WFC 2023 but is willing to partner for WFC 2024. The
sustainability angle is also being applied in finding partners with a strong value-based connection
(Kuusakoski (Nordic recycling company (mainly metals), Swappie, (serviced 2™ hand phones)). Mr
Kihm has also assisted us to create leads in the Swiss market.

We have held two status meetings with Protocol Sports regarding sales for WFC 2023. Their
annual main selling push is at the SPORTEL conference (23.-25.10.) and we are expecting an
update. It has been emphasized that we need to have information of takers earlier than for some
very last-minute set ups for WFC 2022 and also to focus on Asia (event in Singapore and
upcoming TWG 2025).

All IFF sponsor agreements apart from Gerflor are signed. They have suggested to organise an
official signing to be held in Stockholm. We are now planning it together with the Swedish
Federation to gain some additional visibility for the WFC 2024. Our PUMA Nordic contact person
will come the WFC 2023 together the Swedish Federation to discuss how the develop the
relationship and create more activations at championship events. The IFF has also supported the
Swiss Federation when they evaluate flooring providers. They have a project to create equal
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playing circumstances for all teams in the top leagues and purchase floors for each club (similarly
as was done in Finland in 2009). This is actually one of the major topics that came up in the Future
of Floorball survey (especially in the answers in German / a large proportion from Switzerland). The
IFF has shared much insight on Gerflor products based on the long-time relationship and
experience.

Sales for the new Champions Cup has continued to be difficult. The offering has proven to be a bit
challenging as in the quarter- and semi-finals the available digital surface availability has been
varying. Further, as the rule is that in these rounds matches are played on home teams floors and
rinks there may be competing ads in the venues. After the first round a reminder (and access to
material) about the CC2024 branding has been sent to national federations and participating
clubs. Branding has been implemented in the stream, on some venue LEDs, media screens, some
rinks and of course social media and have created unified visuals for the matches.

Marketing Status

The next CCMNG meeting is planned for 16.1.2024 in Malmo and has so far eight countries have
signed up. The group considers this to be a good forum to exchange information and experiences
also informally in breaks and after to official part. We will also introduce topics from the Future of
Floorball survey to the agenda.

Based on the “PUMA goes Floorball” day organised at PUMA headquarters this summer the
interest in floorball has risen internally. Negotiations to repeat the outdoor event in summer 2024
are on-going and even to involve PUMA in the Street Floorball Tour organised by Floorball
Deutschland (next year there is a plan to also include one Austrian city to the tour). A meeting to
discuss next steps with Central-Europe management is on the 16" of November. This is closely
connected to the introduction of new indoor shoe models which have proven good pick up in sales.
There are also discussions between the German and Swedish federations to partner for WFC
2024 promotion on the summer tour. This is based on the previous successful cooperation with
WFC 2022 as Germans were the second largest fan group at the championships in Switzerland.

The IFF has continued to assist the WFC 2023 LOC to promote the event and generate ticket
sales with venue screen promos the EFT in Finland (Turku) and the IFF app. We have also
contacted ex-pat communities in Singapore and distributed information about the ticket and VIP
packages.

IFF is organising a give-away to celebrate 2000 LinkedIn account followers (count on the 2.11. is
1976). In the last report in September, we were at 1879.
